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PROGRAM ANATOMIJA OTOKA -
CIKLUSI RADIONICA I SIMPOZIJA

Prvi petogodisniji ciklus simpozija i radionica o otocima, Udruga je provela od 2012. do
2016. na otoku Visu uz potporu lokalne zajednice. Godine 2017. Anatomija se na pet
godina seli na Lastovo kao rezultat suradnje s lokalnom Udrugom Dobre Dobri¢evi¢. Od
2023. godine program radionica i simpozija odvija se na otoku Hvaru.

Simpoziji i radionice na Visu osigurali su izvanserijsko iskustvo dijeljenja znanja i
osmisljavanja moguénosti obnove prekrasnih, ali javnosti slabo dostupnih gradevina i
poljoprivrednih zemljista. Ulozeni trud bio je prepoznat te je Anatomija otoka 2016. go-
dine nagradena priznanjem ARTUR (za podrugje arhitekture i turizma) koju dodjeljuje
Drustvo arhitekata Zagreb. Gotovo 150 predavanja i okruglih stolova odrzanih tijekom
prvoga petogodisnjeg ciklusa osnaZilo nas je vaznim uvidima u oto¢ne kulture, njihova
iskustva iz proslosti i moguénostima buducega razvoja otoka.

Na radionicama koje su odrzavane prije ili netom nakon simpozija, inozemni studen-
ti arhitekture, izradivali su projekte s ciljem poboljsanja trenuta¢nog stanja odabranih
lokaliteta te osmisljavanja novih i kreativnih sadrzaja za postojece gradevine ili lokalitete
na otocima. Medunarodni radni kontekst osigurao je niz inovativnih projekata za odre-
dene lokacije na Visu, od arhitektonskih do video uradaka. Japanska ku¢a ¢aja izgradena
2016. na Visu trajno je obiljezila suradnju Anatomije otoka i lokalne zajednice Visa. Na
otoku Lastovu smo u radioni¢kom dijelu programa nastojali dalje istrazZiti interdiscipli-
narni i transdisciplinarni pristup, otvorivsi radionicu studentima iz drugih struka.

Posljednji jubilarni simpozij bio je na Lastovu 2022. godine s temom klimatskih pro-
mjena i okolisnih buduénosti otoka. Na simpoziju je sudjelovalo 45 autoraiodrzanoje 31
predavanje tijekom kojih se problematizirao utjecaj klimatskih promjena i zagadenja na
otoéne ekosustave i njihovu odrZivost te moguénosti prilagodbe. Otoci su na prvoj liniji
suo¢avanja s izazovima prilagodbe klimatskim promjenama, a oto¢ne zajednice pioniri
u pronalazenju i implementaciji odrZivih klimatskih rjesenja te u razvoju vlastitih strate-
gija klimatske otpornosti. Korisna izlaganja iz podru¢ja biologije, ekologije, demografije,
ekonomije, prava, kulturne antropologije, sociologije, arhitekture i urbanizma potaknula
su trodnevni intenzivni dijalog izmedu znanstvenika i stru¢njaka te dublje razumijevanje
utjecaja klimatskih promjena na otoke i poimanje oto¢nih okolidnih buduénosti.

Osnivaéi i élanovi udruge “Anatomija otoka - centar za istraivanje i razvoj” udruZili su
se kako bi razvijali i umreZavali znanja o Zivotu na otocima te primjenjivali ta znanja u
projektima korisnima za oto¢ne zajednice.

Udruga je osnovana u ozujku 2014. godine sa sjedistem na otoku Visu i ispostavom
u Zagrebu, slijednik je aktivnosti koje je provodila sekcija “Anatomija otoka” pri udruzi
“Lavurat za poje” iz Pod$pilja na otoku Visu. Od 2022. godine Udruga djeluje sa sjedi-
$tem na otoku Hvaru.

Djelokrug rada Udruge:
Osnovni cilj osnivanja Udruge je formiranje medunarodne platforme za istraZivanje i
razvoj otoka kao aktivnoga sudionika u afirmaciji Zivota na otocima.
Potreba za osnivanjem Udruge proiza$la je iz:
- uolene nedovoljne posveéenosti razvoju hrvatskih otoka na lokalnoj i driavnoj
razini,
- nedostatnoga stvaranja znanja o otocima u znanstvenom i obrazovnom sustavu te
nepostojanja sustavne primjene novih znanja o Zivotu na otocima,
- nedostatka medunarodne razmjene iskustava i znanja o razvoju otoka,
- nedostatka svijesti o nuznosti implementacije novih razvojnih modela/oblika koji
pridonose zadrzavanju stanovnistva na otocima.
Svrha djelovanja je stvaranje interdisciplinarnoga znanja o otocima, otoénim zajed-
nicama i modelima oto&nih razvoja te prijenos tog znanja razli¢itim oblicima edukacije,
kao i primjena znanja u razvojnim projektima.

SUORGANIZATORI

INSTITUT ZAETNOLOGIJU I FOLKLORISTIKU

Institut za etnologiju i folkloristiku jedinstveno je srediste folkloristickih, etnoloskih,
etnomuzikoloskih i srodnih znanstvenih istraZivanja u Republici Hrvatskoj, pri ¢emu
je teZiste na interdisciplinarnim i transdisciplinarnim kritickim istrazivanjima kulture.
Suradnici Instituta - struénjaci raznih disciplina poput etnologije, kulturne antropolo-
gije, folkloristike, teorije knjizevnosti, teatrologije, povijesti, sociologije, lingvistike, mu-
zikologije, koreologije, povijesti umjetnosti — istrazuju suvremene i povijesne kulturne
pojave i procese.

Vazan dio djelovanja IEF-a odnosi se na izdavanje dvaju brojeva znanstvenog Easopi-
sa “Narodna umjetnost” godisnje (na hrvatskom i engleskom jeziku) te pripremu i tisak
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monografija i zbornika unutar biblioteke Nova etnografija. Razvoj znanstvenih istrazi-
vanja u Institutu prati i razvoj stru¢nih djelatnosti. Dokumentacija IEF-a danas skrbi o
jedinstvenom fundusu dokumenata (na razli¢itim medijima) o hrvatskoj tradicijskoj
kulturi dvadesetog i potetka dvadesetprvog stoljea. Ta je grada godine 1991. upisana u
Registar pokretnih spomenika kulture Regionalnog zavoda za zastitu spomenika kulture
u Zagrebu te kao cjelina ima zna¢aj spomenika kulture “0” i “I” kategorije. Uspostavljen
je i Digitalni repozitorij Instituta za etnologiju i folkloristiku (DIEF). Grada je dostupna
znanstvenicima, ali i vanjskim korisnicima: ustanovama i pojedincima zainteresiranim
za njezinu primjenu.

ODJEL ZA ETNOLOGIJU I ANTROPOLOGIJU SVEUCILISTA U ZADRU

Odjel za etnologiju i antropologiju Sveuilidta u Zadru predstavlja relevantno znanstve-
no-istraZivaZko i nastavno srediste u visokoskolskom obrazovanju u podruéju etnologije
i kulturne antropologije. Preddiplomski i diplomski studij etnologije i antropologije prije
svega je usmjeren prema problematiziranju kulture u njenim raznovrsnim manifestacija-
ma, a posebice ujadranskom i $irem mediteranskom prostoru, te u kontekstu jugoistocne
Europe. U posljednjih nekoliko godina aktivno sudjeluje u svojstvu suorganizatora znan-
stveno-stru¢nog medunarodnog simpozija Anatomija otoka i kroz ukljuéenje studenata
u studentske radionice nastoji obogatiti radioni¢ke programe koji prethode simpoziju.
Uz podupiranje studentskog angazmana, akademsko osoblje Odjela aktivno sudjeluje u
brojnim domaéim i medunarodnim znanstvenoistraZiva¢kim projektima. Trenutaéno se
na Odjelu provodi nekoliko doma¢ih i medunarodnih kompetitivnih istrazivackih pro-
jekata, kao i stru¢ni projekti kroz koje se nastoji osvijetliti kulturoloska kompleksnost
jadranskog prostora u $irem globalnom kontekstu. Zaposlenici Odjela aktivno sudjeluju
kao mentori na poslijediplomskom doktorskom studiju Humanisti¢ke znanosti (smjer
etnologija i antropologija), ujedno i jedinom doktorskom studiju zamigljenom u formi
pro bono rada s doktorandima. Kroz projekte i kolegije na prijediplomskom, diplom-
skom i doktorskom studiju etnologije i antropologije, Odjel za etnologiju i antropologiju
Sveucilidta u Zadru nastoji se pozicionirati kao relevantna znanstveno-obrazovna institu-
cija koja aktivno promovira teme iz podruéja otoénih i mediteranskih studija, jadranskih
maritimnih hodo¢a3¢a, digitalne antropologije, problematike temporalnosti, kulturne
baitine, lingvistitke antropologije, glazbene tradicije i brojnih drugih interesnih sfera
suvremene etnologije i kulturne antropologije.

INSTITUT ZAMIGRACIE I NARODNOSTI

Institut za migracije i narodnosti osnovan je 1984. godine spajanjem Centra za istraZi-
vanje migracija i narodnosti i Zavoda za migracije i narodnosti, a danasnji naziv nosi od
1987. godine. Sastoji se od dva odsjeka: Znanstvenog odsjeka za migracijska i demo-
grafska istrazivanja i Znanstvenog odsjeka za etnicka istrazivanja i nacionalne manjine.
Jedina je znanstvenoistrazivatka ustanova u Hrvatskoj, kao i u $irem okruZenju, koja
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sustavnim i kontinuiranim interdisciplinarnim pra¢enjem svih oblika migracija i mobil-
nosti stanovnistva, prou¢avanjem nacionalnih/etni¢kih manjina i razli¢itih aspekata et-
nicke problematike, s osobitim zada¢ama poticanja njihova komparativnog proucavanja,
unaprjeduje znanstveno i javno razumijevanje njihove slozenosti i stvarnosti. Osim toga,
istrazivanja hrvatskog identiteta, stanovnistva hrvatskih otoka, priobalja i kontinental-
nih regija, kao i komparativna istraZivanja problematike postmigracijskih fenomena,
poput integracije migranata, takoder zauzimaju zna¢ajno mjesto u podrudju djelatnosti
Instituta. Posljednjih godina pojavom novih migracijskih procesa u Hrvatskoj i inozem-
stvu, istraZivanja su usmjerena i na transnacionalne migracije, hrvatsko iseljenistvo, pi-
tanja azila i nezakonitih migracija te na razli¢ite metodoloske i teorijske pristupe istraZi-
vanja migracija. Institut okuplja struénjake iz raznih znanstvenih podruéja: drustvenih i
humanisti¢kih znanosti te iz interdisciplinarnih podruéja znanosti. Institut ima izdava¢-
ku djelatnost, a od 198S. godine izdaje i znanstveni ¢asopis “Migracijske i etnicke teme”.

TURISTICKA ZAJEDNICA OPCINE JELSA

Turisticka zajednica opéine Jelsa, osnovana 1995. godine, predstavlja kljuénu organizaci-
ju u promicanju i razvoju turizma na podruéju op¢ine Jelsa.

Glavni ciljevi Turisti¢ke zajednice opéine Jelsa obuhvaéaju 3irok spektar aktivnosti
usmjerenih na unaprjedenje turisticke ponude i iskustva posjetitelja. Kroz koordinaci-
ju klju¢nih aktivnosti turistitkog razvoja stvara atraktivnu i konkurentnu destinaciju.
Takoder, posvecuje painju pobolj$anju uvjeta boravka turista, osiguravajuéi kvalitetu
smjestaja, prehrane te zabavnih i kulturnih sadrzaja. Turistitka zajednica igra kljuénu
ulogu u podizanju svijesti o vaznosti turizma u op¢ini Jelsa. Njezine aktivnosti doprinose
razumijevanju gospodarskih, dru$tvenih i kulturnih koristi koje turizam donosi zajedni-
ci te promice nacela odrzivog razvoja, nagladavajudi vaZnost zastite okolifa te kulturne
i prirodne bastine.

MUZE] OPCINE JELSA

Muzej opéine Jelsa mlada je muzejska ustanova, osnovana 2010. godine za obavljanje
muzejske djelatnosti. Zbirke koje ¢ine fundus Muzeja smjestene su na razliitim loka-
cijama i ¢ine zasebne tematske i programske cjeline. Od njih su otvorene javnosti Kuéa
Dobrovi¢ u Jelsi s Kulturno-povijesnom zbirkom Dobrovi¢, Zbirkom grafika, slika i re-
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ljefa Jurja Dobroviéa i izlozbenom galerijom Kravata, zatim Ribarski muzej u Vrboskoj i
Vinogradarska zbirka u Pitvama. Rad Muzeja usmjeren je na prikupljanje, istraZivanje i
zadtitu muzejske grade, na posredovanje tema iz podru¢ja kulturne bastine otoka Hvara
javnosti putem stalnih postava, povremenih izlozbi, radionica i drugih povremenih obli-
ka rada sa zajednicom sve s ciljem aktivnog sudjelovanja u kulturnom i drustvenom Zivo-
tu i promociji kulturnih identiteta vlastite zajednice u proslosti i sada$njosti. Muzej op-
¢ine Jelsa otvoren je najsiroj javnosti, a poti¢e neformalno ucenje, kriticko promisljanje
tradicije, umjetnitku produkciju u svrhu podizanja razine kulturnog Zivota i doprinosa
stvaranju otvorene i kreativne zajednice.

OPCINSKA KNJIZNICA I CITAONICA JELSA

U Jelsi je 1. lipnja 1868. godine utemeljena hrvatska Narodna &itaonica. Njezin uteme-
ljitelj i prvi predsjednik bio je jel3anski nacelnik kapetan Niko Dubokovi¢, a medu poca-
snim &lanovima bili su biskup Josip Juraj Strossmayer i don Mihovil Pavlinovi¢. Kao prva
hrvatska narodna ¢itaonica na jadranskim otocima, imala je zadatak Sirenja prosvjete,
kulture i nacionalnog osvje$¢ivanja pod geslom “Prosvjetom do slobode”. Nazalost, 10.
studenoga 2003. veliki je poZar progutao ¢itav njen fundus, oko dvanaest tisuéa knji-
ga, nakon &ega su uslijedile dobrotvorne akcije u organizaciji Knjiznica Grada Zagreba,
Gradske knjiznice Marka Marulica iz Splita i Slobodne Dalmacije. Op¢ina Jelsa je uz
pomo¢ Ministarstva kulture uloZila velike napore u obnovu i opremanje nove knjiznice u
zgradi Doma kulture na Trgu Tome Gamulina, a sve¢ano otvorenje Knjiznice odrzano je
uoti Dana op¢ine Jelsa 14. kolovoza 2014. godine. KnjiZnica je smjestena na atraktivnoj
lokaciji u centru Jelse, opremljena suvremenom tehnologijom i prikladna za odrzavanje
raznih kulturnih dogadanja i edukativnih sadrzaja. Usluge Op¢inske knjiznice i ¢itaonice
Jelsa obuhvacaju redovite usluge pruzanja informacijskih usluga, koristenje ¢itaonice te
omogucavanje koritenja Zavi¢ajnom i Referentnom zbirkom. Osim toga, usluge knjizni-
ce ukljutuju fotokopiranje i skeniranje te omogucavanje pristupa racunalima i internetu.
U Op¢inskoj knjiznici i ¢itaonici Jelsa redovito se odrzavaju razli¢ita dogadanja
namijenjena svim dobnim skupinama. U suradnji s partnerima KnjiZnice, ponajvide
Osnovnom i Srednjom $kolom iz Jelse, Dje¢jim vrticem iz Jelse i Muzejom opéine Jelsa,
ali i razli¢itim grupama gradana, institucijama i udrugama, knjizevnicima i volonterima.

OTOKZA STOLOM: MEDITERANSKA PREHRANA
IZMEDU GLOBALNIH PROCESA 1 OTOCNIH

ZNANJA

Od prvog skupa Anatomija otoka 2012. na otoku Visu do obljetni¢kog, desetog skupa na
Lastovu 202.2. godine, udruga Anatomija otoka u suradnji je s lokalnim oto¢nim udruga-
ma i znanstvenim institucijama otvorila brojna pitanja i poticala konstruktivnu raspravu
o razli¢itim temama oto¢nog predznaka. Od odgovornog turizma, buducnosti sela i au-
tohtonih poljoprivrednih kultura, preko odrzivih i pametnih otoka, oto¢nih buduénosti
i klimatskih promjena, teme iznjedrene u sklopu Anatomijinih skupova potakle su mul-
tidisciplinarno promigljanje raznovrsnih izazova s kojima se susre¢u oto¢ani. Nomadski,
putujui karakter nade otoéne udruge i skupa koji sa sobom donosimo u dotu, postao je
modalitetom nasih nastojanja da se oto¢ne teme problematiziraju na otocima, s otocima
i uz otocane. Stoga smo svoje “privremene” domove na Visu i Lastovu od 2023. godine
odlu¢ili zamijeniti Hvarom koji ¢e, nadamo se, biti na§ dom sljedecih pet godina. Iako je
povijest Anatomije otoka obiljezena stalnim pokretom i novim otocima na vidiku, viski
i lastovski dom koji nas je obiljeio u sazrijevanju nasih znanstvenih pristupa, otvaranju
raznovrsnih tema, upoznavanju odli¢nih domaéina i stjecanju jos boljih prijatelja, nece-
mo nikako zaboraviti. Isto se tako nadamo da ¢e na Hvaru “udomljeni” skupovi ponuditi
jednako stimulativnu atmosferu koja ¢e otoéna pitanja otvoriti na novi i jo§ zanimljiviji
natin te udomiti nase petogodisnje “uzburkano mirovanje”.

11. znanstveno-stru¢ni simpozij Anatomija otoka ovoga je puta inspiriran zemljom
kao materijalnim i simboli¢kim oto&nim resursom, $to nas na Hvaru vodi u Starogradsko
polje, najstariji satuvani primjer parcelacije prostora na isto¢nojadranskoj obali, koje je
i danas u upotrebi kao zasti¢eni kulturni krajolik upisan 2008. na UNESCO-ov Popis
svjetske bastine. Ovaj kulturni krajolik, svojevrsni “trbuh otoka” idejno je polaziste ovo-
godisnjeg simpozija na kojem ¢emo propitati otoéne resurse kroz koncept mediteranske
prehrane, shvacene u njezinu najsirem znacenju.

Pitanje mediteranske prehrane i njezine vaZnosti za otok uzet ¢e u obzir 3iri kontekst
u kojem se zrcale drutveni, kulturni, klasni, rodni, prostorni i identitetski procesi koji je
oblikuju. Mediteranska prehrana ovdje je shvacena kao ukupnost vjestina, znanja, prak-
si, vjerovanja i tradicija, koje odraZavaju lokalne kulture i njihove natine Zivota, a veza-
ne su uz poljoprivredu i ribarstvo, preradu, pripremanje i osobito konzumiranje hrane.
Takoder, pitanje mediteranske prehrane Zelimo promisliti kroz razli¢ite drustvene i sim-
bolicke aspekte te kao odraz lokalnog znanja i posebnog Zivotnog stila. Iako postavljena
kao bastinski koncept ofuvanja tradicijskog na¢ina Zivota, mediteranska prehrana podjed-
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nako naglasava racionalno koristenje i dugoroéno ouvanje prirodnih resursa. Nasuprot
globaliziranoj prehrambenoj stvarnosti, ovaj koncept zagovara lokalno orijentirane pre-
hrambene sustave i nudi zna¢ajne moguénosti kreiranja razvojnih politika usmjerenih
jatanju prehrambene suverenosti i otpornosti otocnih zajednica osnaZivanjem lokalne
proizvodnje i konzumacije hrane.

Jedanaestu Anatomiju otoka posvetili smo propitivanju dobrih praksi, lokalnih pre-
hrambenih i proizvodnih aktivnosti, medusektorskom povezivanju razli¢itih dioni-
ka kratkih opskrbnih lanaca te dalekoseznim posljedicama koje prehrambene politike
imaju na cjelovit razvoj otoénih zajednica kao osobitih i ranjivih drustvenih i kulturnih
prostora. U vrijeme jacanja svijesti o nepovoljnim posljedicama klimatskih promjena i
specifinim rizicima poput turistifikacije i gentrifikacije s kojima se ovi prostori danas
suodavaju, simpozij donosi i moguénost kriti¢ke rasprave o mogu¢im politikama razvoja
oblikovanim u kontaktu inicijativa odozgo i odozdo.

Otoci su jedinstveni zbog svoje kopnene i morske bioloske raznolikosti koja je jos
uvijek ofuvana u dovoljnoj mjeri, gospodarske strukture koja pociva na ograni¢enim
obradivim povrsinama, specifi¢nim tradicijama i tehnologijama uzgoja i proizvodnje
hrane te ototnom Zzivotnom stilu. Zbog malih obradivih povrsina i oskudice resursa,
oto¢na gospodarstva su ekonomije malih razmjera temeljene na “mjesovitom” ekonom-
skom modelu oto¢nog domaéinstva i diverzifikaciji gospodarskih aktivnosti. Katastrofe,
gospodarske krize, nezaposlenost, te u povijesti siromastvo i glad, imali su presudan i du-
gotrajan utjecaj na oto¢no gospodarstvo i stanovnistvo. Boreci se za opstanak i suoceni
s oskudnim resursima, oto¢ani su diverzificirali svoje ekonomske aktivnosti promi¢uéi
optimalnu upotrebu raspolozih resursa. Posljedi¢no, tijekom vremena stvorena je slika
otocanina bricoleura — snalazljivog i spretnog pojedinca koji je svojim vjestinama im-
provizacije i prilagodbe u specificnom i promjenjivom okolidu oblikovao natine na koje
otocne zajednice odgovaraju na izazove.

Ovoga rujna na Hvaru bavit ¢emo se oto¢nim prostorima, oto¢anima i njihovim pre-
hrambenim praksama. Zelimo otvoriti raznovrsna pitanja i potaknuti razne disciplinar-
ne pristupe. Svjesni metodoloske stupice nekritickog ras¢injavanja cjeline otoka i nuzne
isprepletenosti i umrezenosti svega ito se na otoku dogada na razini svakodnevnog isku-
stva, teme otocnog prostora, oto¢ana i prehrane vidimo kao heuristitke poticaje unutar
kojih je moguce profilirati mnostvo mogucih rjesenja:

Novo tezaitvo - otoéne prehrambene prakse na primjeru &etiriju
dalmatinskih otoka

U radu se bavimo konceptom otoéne prehrane kroz komparativni pristup prehrambe-
nim praksama stanovnika dalmatinskih otoka Braca, Hvara, Mljeta i Zirja. Otoéne pre-
hrambene prakse razmatramo na tri razine: kroz uzgajanje, nabavljanje i pohranu hrane.
Na temelju etnografskog istrazivanja rezultate interpretiramo u kontekstu kompleksnih
infrastrukturnih izazova pri dobavljanju namirnica, osiguravanju energije i vode s kojima
se suocavaju stanovnici otoka. Posljedi¢no, tradicija optimalnog koristenja raspolozivih
resursa dobiva razlicite i kompleksne suvremene oblike. Nepostojece, nedovriene, za-
pustene i devastirane infrastrukture znatno oteZavaju snabdijevanje hranom za svakod-
nevnu prehranu ili za trgovinu i potrebe ugostiteljstva. Dugo obec¢avani infrastrukturni
projekti u obliku prometnica, uredenja putova, izgradnje elektri¢ne mreze, pokrivenosti
internetom ili prikljucivanja na vodovod ne realiziraju se i nekoliko desetljeca, a oto¢ani
s neizvedenim ili nedovrsenim infrastrukturama iznalaze nacine prilagodavajuci ih svo-
jim dnevnim ili sezonskim potrebama. Suoéeni s infrastrukturnim nedostacima, u najem
istraZivanju svi nasi sugovornici uzgajaju povrée i voce te love ribu za vlastite potrebe.
Sve $to sami ne mogu uzgojiti, uloviti, sakupiti ili kupiti na otoku nabavljaju na razli¢ite
nacine izvan otoka, pritom koriste¢i neke suvremenije vjestine i kombinirajuci ih s tra-
dicionalnim lokalnim znanjima i praksama. Ve¢ina ih odgovara potrebnim i pozeljnim
vje$tinama u kriznim situacijama i katastrofama, dok ih sami oto¢ani &esto odreduju kao
dio otoénog zivotnog stila ili otoZnog mentaliteta. U skladu s teorijama odrzivosti i su-
ocavanja s krizom, prikazat ¢emo percepciju i afektivni odnos prema napustenim i pro-
padajuéim ostacima tezacke bastine koje ¢ine dio konstrukta oto¢ne prehrane. Posebno
nas zanimaju danasnje prilagodbe, strategije i orijentacije snalaZenja ototana pri nabavi
namirnica i energenata za uzgoj, snabdijevanje i pohranu hrane na Zetiri dalmatinska oto-
ka s osobitim fokusom na naselja i zajednice gdje infrastrukturni problemi i (ne)rjesenja
oteZavaju otoénu svakodnevnicu. Dobiveni rezultati ukazuju na “novo tezastvo” u koje-
mu otoéne prehrambene prakse obiljezava kriza, zajednistvo, blisko susjedstvo, poveza-
nost i vjetine improvizacije u iznalaZenju rjeSenja za suzivot s preprekama i izazovima
izoliranosti i nebrige.

Dr. sc. Ana Perinic Lewis je viSa znanstvena suradnica na Institutu za migracije i narodnosti
u Zagrebu. Od 2003. do 2022. radila je na Institutu za antropologiju. Diplomirala je hrvatski
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jezik i knjiZevnost i etnologiju na Filozofskom fakultetu Sveutilista u Zagrebu. Na istom sveu-
&ilistu doktorirala je s otocnom temom iz podruéja etmologije i kulturne antropologije. Njezini
znanstvenoistrazivacki interesi povezani su s otocnim prostorom i otoénim zajednicama, nji-
hovim identifikacijama, migracijama i stereotipizacijama. Provela je kulturnoantropoloska
istrazivanja o identifikacijskim procesima na otoku Hvaru.

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THE ANATOMY OF ISLANDS PROGRAMME -
WORKSHOPS AND SYMPOSIUMS

First five-year cycle of Anatomy of Islands symposium and workshop took place from
2012 to 2016 on the island of Vis, supported by a local community. In 2017 Anatomy of
Islands moved to Lastovo as a result of the cooperation with the local Dobre Dobricevi¢
Association. Since 2022, the association’s headquarters have been on the island of Hvar.

Symposiums and workshops on Vis provided an extraordinary experience of knowl-
edge sharing, bringing the possibilities of rehabilitation and restoration of the beautiful,
but underused buildings and agricultural land to the public. That effort was recognized,
and Anatomy of Islands was awarded with ARTUR (Architecture and Tourism) Prize in
20186. Participants of interdisciplinary symposiums dealt with the historical topics, revi-
talization and rehabilitation of the island heritage, it's settlements and villages, speculat-
ing on the alternative models of tourism development, ecc. The total of 150 lectures and
round tables in five years provided us with powerful insights on both island culture and
history, and possibilities of islands future development.

In the workshops, which took place just before or just after the symposium, students
of architecture from different countries, background and islands experiences, designed
the projects aiming to improve the current condition of the chosen sites, and to incor-
porate new, original content to the built environment of an island. International work-
ing environment provided us with the set of innovative projects — from architectural to
video - for specific locations on the Island of Vis. The Japanese Tea Pavilion was built in
2016, to permanently mark the cooperation of Anatomy of Island and the Island of Vis.

The last symposium was held on Lastovo in 2022 with the theme of climate change
and environmental futures of islands. The lectures that were held (31 of them) prob-
lematized the influence of climate change and pollution, among many other major dif-
ficulties, as consequences of human activities that affect the island’s ecosystems and their
sustainability and adaptability. The islands are at the forefront of facing the challenges of
adapting to climate change. Island communities are pioneers in finding and implement-
ing sustainable climate solutions and developing their own climate resilience strategies.
Useful presentations from the fields of biology, ecology, demography, economics, cul-
tural anthropology, sociology, architecture and urban planning stimulated an intensive
three-day dialogue between scientists and experts from truly different fields and ap-
proaches and stimulated a deeper understanding of the vulnerability, but also the resil-
ience, of island ecosystems.

11" Anatomy of Islands on the topic of Mediterranean diet brings together 37 pres-
entations and 56 authors.

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ANATOMY OF ISLANDS -
CENTRE FOR RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT

‘The founders and members of the association “Anatomy of Islands ~ Centre for Research
and Development” have come together to broaden and exchange knowledge about life
on islands as well as to apply that knowledge to projects aimed at the development of
island communities.

The association was founded in March 2014 with its headquarters on the island of Vis
and an organising division in Zagreb, Croatia. It evolved from the activities of an inter-
est group called “Anatomy of an Island” which was part of the “Working for the Fields”
association (“Lavurat za poje”) from Pod3pilje on Vis. Since 2023, workshops and sym-
posiums have taken place on the island of Hvar.

The association continues to organise symposiums and workshops within the project
“Anatomy of Islands 2012-2016" as well as to plan and implement new island develop-
ment projects.

Mission, vision, and objectives:

The principal goal of the Association is to form an international platform for research
and development of island life to actively contribute in affirming the particular values of
life on islands.

The need to form an Association was born out of the following facts:

- Insufficient attention paid to the development of Croatian islands, both at the local
and national level;

~ Insufficient production of academic and general knowledge about life on the islands
and the absence of systematic application of that knowledge to everyday life;

~ Insufficient international exchange of experience and knowledge about island
development;

- Insufficient awareness of the need to put into practice new development models
which will help to maintain the number of people living on the islands.

The purpose of the Association’s activities is to create interdisciplinary knowledge
about islands, island communities, and models of island development, and to transmit
that knowledge through various forms of education as well as to apply it to development
projects.
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CO-ORGANISERS

INSTITUTE OF ETHNOLOGY AND FOLKLORE RESEARCH, ZAGREB

Institute of Ethnology and Folklore Research is a unique centre for ethnological, cultur-
al-anthropological, folkloristic, ethnomusicological and similar scientific research, with
emphasis on interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary critical research of culture, fully en-
compassing traditional, popular, everyday and other aspects and articulations. The mem-
bers of the Institute are experts in a variety of disciplines, such as: ethnology, cultural
anthropology, folklore studies, literary theory, theatre studies, music studies, choreol-
ogy, and art history. They are engaged in interdisciplinary research into historical and
contemporary cultural phenomena and processes. The Institute has a rich library and
collection of ethnographic materials, where a number of manuscript collections, audio
and video recordings, photographs and films are held. The Institute also publishes the
Nova etnografija series, as well as the academic journal Narodna umjetnost.

The development of scientific research is followed by supporting specialized services.
The Institute’s archive is taking care of a unique collection of documents (on different
media) about traditional Croatian culture of the 20th and 21st century. That collection
was included in 1991 into the Registry of Movable Monuments of Culture of the Regional
Institute for the Protection of Monuments of Culture in Zagreb and is as a whole a monu-
ment of culture of the “0” and “I” category. The digitization of analogue records started
in 1997. The files are available to researchers and other users: Institutes and individuals
interested in its use in science, education, art, culture, amateur culture included.

THE DEPARTMENT OF ETHNOLOGY AND ANTHROPOLOGY,
UNIVERSITY OF ZADAR

The Department of Ethnology and Anthropology at the University of Zadar is a rel-
evant scientific research and educational center in the field of ethnology and cultural
anthropology in Croatia. The undergraduate and graduate studies of ethnology and an-
thropology are primarily focused on exploration of culture in its various manifestations,
especially in the Adriatic and broader Mediterranean region, as well as in the context
of Southeastern Europe. In recent years, the Department has actively participated as a
co-organizer of the scientific conference “Anatomy of Islands” and through the involve-
ment of students in workshops, it seeks to enrich the workshop programs that precede
the conference. In addition to supporting student engagement, the academic staff of
the department actively participates in numerous domestic and international research
projects. Currently, the department is carrying out several domestic and international
competitive research projects aimed at shedding light on the cultural complexity of the
Adriatic region in a broader context. Department employees actively participate as men-
tors in the postgraduate doctoral program in Humanities (module in ethnology and an-
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thropology), which is also the only doctoral program conceived in the form of pro bono
work with doctoral students. Through projects and courses in the undergraduate, gradu-
ate, and doctoral studies of ethnology and anthropology, the Department of Ethnology
and Anthropology of the University of Zadar seeks to position itself as a relevant scien-
tific and educational institution that actively promotes topics in the field of island and
Mediterranean studies, Adriatic maritime pilgrimages, digital anthropology, studies of
temporality, cultural heritage, linguistic anthropology, musical tradition, and many other
areas of contemporary ethnology and cultural anthropology.

INSTITUTE FOR MIGRATION AND ETHNIC STUDIES, ZAGREB

The Institute of Migration and Ethnic Studies was established in 1984 through the merg-
er of the Center for Migration and the Institute for Migration and Ethnicity. Its current
name has been in use since 1987. It consists of two departments: the Department for
Migration and Demographic Research and the Department for National Minorities and
Ethnic Research. It is the sole scientific research institution in Croatia, as well as in the
broader region, which systematically and continuously monitors all forms of migration
and population mobility through interdisciplinary research. It also studies national/eth-
nic minorities and various aspects of ethnic issues, with a specific mission to encour-
age comparative studies and enhance both scientific and public understanding of their
complexity and reality. Furthermore, research on Croatian identity, the population of
Croatian islands, coasts, and continental regions, as well as comparative studies on post-
migration phenomena such as migrant integration, also hold significant positions in the
Institute’s activities. In recent years, with the emergence of new migration processes in
Croatia and abroad, research has also focused on transnational migrations, Croatian di-
aspora, asylum issues, illegal migrations, and various methodological and theoretical ap-
proaches to migration studies. The Institute gathers experts from various scientific fields:
social sciences, humanities, and interdisciplinary fields of science. The Institute is en-
gaged in publishing activities and has been publishing the scientific journal “Migration
and Ethnic Themes” since 1985.

TOURIST BOARD OF JELSA

The Tourist Board of Jelsa, founded in 1995, represents a key organization in the promo-
tion and development of tourism in Jelsa. The main objectives of the Tourist Board of
Jelsa encompass a wide range of activities aimed at improving the tourist offering and
visitor experience. Through the coordination of key tourism development activities, it
creates an attractive and competitive destination. It also focuses on improving the condi-
tions of tourist stays, ensuring the quality of accommodation, dining, as well as entertain-
ment and cultural offerings. The Tourist Board plays a crucial role in raising awareness
about the importance of tourism in the Municipality of Jelsa. Its activities contribute
to understanding the economic, social, and cultural benefits that tourism brings to the
community, while promoting the principles of sustainable development and emphasiz-
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ing the importance of environmental protection, as well as cultural and natural heritage.
The Tourist Board of the Municipality of Jelsa also plays a role in organizing events and
festivities that contribute to the destination’s identity. Through digital online and offline
communication channels, it promotes commercial advertisements and establishes spon-
sorship agreements to secure funding for its activities. Furthermore, it organizes profes-
sional conferences and education sessions that enhance the quality of services provided
in the tourism sector. It provides services through tourist information systems, enabling
visitors to access information about the destination. Ultimately, the role of the Tourist
Board of the Municipality of Jelsa is crucial for integrated tourism development at the
local level, fostering sustainable growth, environmental protection, and enriching the
tourism offerings of the destination.

JELSA MUNICIPAL MUSEUM

The Municipal Museum of Jelsa is a young museum institution, founded in 2010. The
museum acts as an integral and independent institution with collections that are organ-
ized into separate thematic units. Four of these collections are currently open to public in
Jelsa and Vrboska: The Cultural-historical collection and the Collection of prints, paint-
ings, and reliefs of artist Juraj Dobrovi¢ are in the Dobrovi¢ house, the “Kravata” gallery
which is mainly used for temporary artistic expositions, the Fishermen’s collection is in
Vrboska and the Viticulture Collection in village Pitve. The Museum's work is focused
on collecting, researching, and preserving museum materials; mediating topics related to
the cultural heritage of the island of Hvar to the public through permanent and tempo-
rary exhibitions, workshops, and other community-involved initiatives. The Municipal
Museum of Jelsa actively participates in the social and cultural life of the local commu-
nity and promotes cultural identities of its own past and present community. As such, it
invites the broadest public and encourages informal learning, critical approach to tradi-
tion and artistic production whose goal is to raise the level of cultural life and contribute
to the creation of an open and creative community.

JELSA MUNICIPAL LIBRARY

On June 1, 1868, the Croatian National Reading Room was founded in Jelsa. Its founder
and first president was Captain Niko Dubokovi¢, the mayor of Jelsa, and among its hon-
orary members were Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer and Father Mihovil Pavlinovi¢. As
the first Croatian national reading room on the Adriatic islands, its mission was to pro-
mote education, culture, and national awareness under the motto “Through Education
to Freedom.” Unfortunately, on November 10, 2003, a major fire consumed its entire
collection of around twelve thousand books. This event led to charitable actions organ-
ized by the Libraries of the City of Zagreb, the Marko Maruli¢ City Library in Split, and
the newspaper Slobodna Dalmacija.

The Municipality of Jelsa, with the support of the Ministry of Culture, made sig-
nificant efforts to rebuild and equip a new library in the Cultural Center building on
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Trg Tome Gamulin. The grand opening of the Library took place on the eve of the Jelsa
Municipality Day, August 14, 2014. The library is situated in an attractive location in
the center of Jelsa, furnished with modern technology, and suitable for hosting vari-
ous cultural events and educational activities. The services of the Municipal Library
and Reading Room of Jelsa encompass regular services of providing informational
assistance, the use of reading rooms, and access to the Local Heritage and Reference
Collection. Additionally, the library services include photocopying and scanning facili-
ties, as well as providing access to computers and the internet. The Municipal Library
and Reading Room of Jelsa regularly organize diverse events for all age groups. These
events are conducted in collaboration with library partners, primarily the Elementary
and High Schools of Jelsa, the Kindergarten of Jelsa, the Municipality of Jelsa Museum,
as well as various citizen groups, institutions, associations, writers, and volunteers.

LAB8S2

LAB8S2 is a creative agency from Zagreb, Croatia, established in 2011 with the aim of
providing consulting, management, production and promotion services in the field of
culture. We believe in a culture that expands horizons, supports sustainable develop-
ment and is available to everyone. Our mission is to help individuals, organizations, and
decision-makers in applying these principals to their own projects, plans, and strate-
gies. We promote innovative use of existing resources even in very limited conditions.
Our key assets are creativity, experience and a broad network of local and international
partnerships.

LOCAL ACTION GROUP (LAG) $KOJI

The Local Action Group (LAG) Skoji is a non-profit organization whose primary task is
the decentralized distribution of funds from the European Agricultural Fund for Rural
Development through the LEADER/CLLD measure. Members of LAG Skoji come
from the public, economic, and civil sectors, and the organizational structure is designed
in such a way that no sector has more than 49% of the voting rights. The Local Action
Group Skoji was established in March 2011 under the name LAG Hvar. By joining the is-
land of Vis in 2013, LAG Hvar changes its name to LAG Skoji, which in the local dialect
means “islands”. In 2014, the municipality of Solta also joins, giving LAG its final form
covering land, sea, and the archipelago of three larger inhabited islands (Hvar, Vis, and
Solta), with 7 units of local self-government including the cities of Hvar, KomiZa, Stari
Grad, and Vis, as well as the municipalities of Jelsa, Sucuraj, and Solta.

FISHERY LOCAL ACTION GROUP (FLAG) $KOJI

The Fishery Local Action Group Skoji operates in the area of the archipelago of the is-
lands of Hvar, Vis and Solta, where fishing and aquaculture are traditionally important
branches of the economy, and the rich maritime heritage is an important part of every-
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day social and cultural life, as well as an important component of the tourist offer of the
entire region. In order to appropriately valorize fishing, aquaculture, natural and cultural
heritage and the knowledge and skills related to fishing and to encourage their further
development, the cities of Hvar, Vis, Stari Grad and KomiZa and the municipalities of
Jelsa, Sucuraj and Solta, represented by the fishing economic sector via its local associa-
tions, founded the Skoji Fishing Local Action Group, abbreviated FLAG Skoji, on June
17, 2016.

From the first conference of Anatomy of Islands in 2012 on the island of Vis to the final
anniversary conference on Lastovo in 2022, the Anatomy of Islands association, in col-
laboration with local island associations and scientific institutions, has raised numerous
questions and fostered constructive discussions on various island-related topics. From
responsible tourism, the future of villages and indigenous agricultural cultures, to sus-
tainable and smart islands, island futures, and climate change, the themes emerging from
Anatomy of Islands conferences have prompted multidisciplinary reflection on the di-
verse challenges faced by islanders. The nomadic, travelling character of our island as-
sociation and the conference we bring with us has become a general rule in our efforts
to problematize island issues on islands, with islands, and alongside islanders. Therefore,
starting from 2023, we have decided to exchange our “temporary” homes on Vis and
Lastovo for Hvar, which we hope will become our home for the next five years. Although
the history of Anatomy of Islands is marked by constant movement and new islands
on the horizon, we will never forget Vis and Lastovo that have shaped our scientific ap-
proaches, opened up diverse topics, introduced us to excellent hosts, and gave us the
opportunity to make new friends. We hope that the conferences hosted on Hvar will
provide an equally stimulating atmosphere that will open up island issues in a new and
more interesting way, and accommodate our five-years of “restless movements.”

The 11'* Anatomy of Islands symposium was inspired by land as a material and sym-
bolic island resource, which on Hvar takes us to the Stari Grad Plain (Starogradsko polje),
the oldest preserved example of Greek plot division system on the eastern Adriatic coast
which i still in use today and included in UNESCO World Heritage List in 2008. This
cultural landscape that has been and remains the “belly of the island” is the conceptual
starting point of this year’s symposium, in which we will examine the island’s resources
through the prism of the Mediterranean diet, understood in its broadest sense. Today the
issue of the Mediterranean diet and its importance for the island communities needs
to be addressed by taking into consideration the social, cultural, class, gender, spatial
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and identity making processes that shape this phenomenon. The Mediterranean diet is
understood here as the totality of skills, knowledge, practices, beliefs and traditions that
reflect local cultures and their way of life. As such they are related to farming and fish-
ing, processing, preparation and, particularly, the consumption of food, viewed through
its various social and symbolic aspects and perceived as a local knowledge and specific
lifestyle. While posited as a heritage concept of preserving the traditional way of life,
the Mediterranean diet equally emphasises a rational use and long-term preservation of
natural resources. In contrast to the globalised food reality, this concept advocates locally
oriented food systems and offers significant opportunities for creating development pol-
icies aimed at strengthening the food sovereignty and resilience of island communities
by bolstering local production and local food consumption.

The symposium is dedicated to examining good practices, local food and production
activities, cross-sector connections between various stakeholders in short food supply
chains, and the far-reaching consequences that food policies have on the overall devel-
opment of island communities as unique and vulnerable social and cultural spaces. At a
time of increasing awareness of the adverse consequences of climate change and specific
risks that island spaces are facing today, such as tourism and gentrification, the sympo-
sium presents the possibility for a critical discussion of possible development policies
shaped by the contact of initiatives from both above and below.

Islands are unique spaces due to their still sufficiently preserved terrestrial and ma-
rine biodiversity, economic structure based on limited arable land, specific traditions
and technologies of food cultivation and production, as well as island lifestyle. Due to
shortage of farmland and scarcity of resources, island economies are small-scale econo-
mies based on a “mixed” economic model of the island household and diversification
of economic activities. Disasters, economic crises, unemployment, poverty and famine
have historically had a decisive and long-lasting impact on islands’ economies and pop-
ulations. Coping with the scarce resources, islanders diversified their economic activi-
ties while advocating for the optimal usage of resources. As a consequence, over time,
emerged the notion of islander as bricoleur - crafty and adroit individual known for its
skills of improvising and adapting in a constantly changing environment — that shaped
the ways island communities adapt to change.

This September on Hvar, we will deal with island spaces, islanders and their food
practices. We want to open various questions and encourage different disciplinary ap-
proaches. Being aware of the danger of falling into the methodological pitfall of uncriti-
cally decomposing the island as a whole and the inevitable interweaving and networking
of everything that happens on the island at the level of everyday experience, we see the
topics of island space, islanders and the Mediterranean diet as heuristic incentives within
which a multitude of possible solutions can be profiled.

New Farmistry - Island Nutritional Practices on the Example of Four
Dalmatian Islands

In this paper, we are exploring the concept of the island diet through a comparative ap-
proach to nutritional practices of inhabitants of the Dalmatian islands of Bra¢, Hvar,
Miljet and Zirje. Island nutritional practices are observed at three levels: growing, acquir-
ing and storing food. Based on ethnographic research, we interpret results in the context
of complex infrastructural challenges that island inhabitants face in acquiring groceries
and ensuring energy and water. Consequently, the tradition of optimal use of available
resources takes on various and complex contemporary forms. Non-existent, unfinished,
neglected and devastated infrastructures make it much more difficult to acquire food for
daily consumption or for trade and hospitality and catering needs. Long-promised infra-
structure projects in the form of roads, adaptation of pathways, electrical network con-
struction, internet coverage or connection to water supply have not been implemented
for even a few decades, and islanders navigate through the unfinished infrastructures by
adapting them to their daily or seasonal needs. Faced with infrastructural deficiencies, all
the interlocutors in our research grow fruit and vegetables and go fishing for their own
needs. Everything that they cannot grow, catch, gather or buy on the island they obtain
in various ways from outside the islands, using some modern-day skills and combining
them with traditional local knowledge and practices. Most of them engage in necessary
and desirable skills in crisis situations and disasters, while the islanders themselves often
define them as part of the island lifestyle or mentality. In line with theories of sustainabil-
ity and coping with crises, we will present the perception and affective relation towards
abandoned and decaying remnants of the farming heritage, which make a part of the

construct of the island diet. We are particularly interested in today’s adaptations, strate-

gies and orientations of the islanders in finding foodstuffs and energy sources for grow-

ing, supplying and storing food on four Dalmatian islands, with a particular focus on the

settlements and communities where infrastructural problems and (the lack of ) solutions

aggravate island everyday living. The obtained results point to the “new farmistry”, in

which island nutritional practices are marked by crisis, unity, close neighbourhood, con-
nectedness and improvisation skills in finding solutions for coexistence with the obsta-
cles and challenges of isolation and neglect.

Ana Perini¢ Lewis, PhD, is a Senior Research Associate at the Institute for Migration and
Ethnic Studies in Zagreb, Croatia. She graduated in Croatian language and literature and
ethnology from the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, University of Zagreb. She ob-
tained a PhD degree in ethnology and cultural anthropology at the same university. Her main
fields of interest include island studies, island space, island communities and their identifica-
tions, migrations and stereotypisations. She conducted cultural anthropological research on
identity processes on the island of Hvar and published the book (in Croatian) Islands of the
Island of Hvar: The Pluralism of Local Island Identifications (2017). She has been an as-
sociate on six interdisciplinary scientific projects focused on anthropological research on the
Adriatic islands. Currently, she is working on projects about isolation, islands ethnographies
and solidarity economy.

Nikolina Hazdovac Baji¢, PhD is a Scientific Associate and Postdoctoral Fellow at the
Institute for Social Research in Zagreb. She holds a BA in Sociology and Croatology from
Croatian Studies, University of Zagreb and a PhD in Sociology from the University of Zagreb
(theme: Nonreligiosity in Croatia: Sociological Aspects of Organizing of Nonreligious and
Atheists). She is an associate on the project funded by the Croatian Science Foundation
“Isolated People and Communities in Slovenia and Croatia — ISOLATION” (PI Lana
Peternel, Institute for Social Research in Zagreb). Her main areas of interest are sociology of
religion, religious identities, marginalized people and communities.

Lana Peternel, PhD is a Senior Research Associate at the Institute for Social Research in
Zagreb. She was principal investigator in two projects: “Anthropological Research of Minority
Religions in Historical Archives in Croatia.” (Croatian Ministry of Science and Education
and Slovenian Ministry of Science, Education and Sport) and “Comparison of National
and Religious Identities of Secondary School Students in Croatia and Slovenia” (the Unity
through Knowledge Fund between the Republics of Ireland and Croatia). Currently she is PI
on a project funded by the Croatian Science Foundation: “Isolated People and Communities in
Slovenia and Croatia — ISOLATION” (2022-202S5). She also teaches at Zagreb University of
Applied Sciences. Since 2023, she has been editor-in-chief of Sociology & Space journal. She is
an author of the book Lost Settlements in Croatia (Dugacki, Vlatka; Peternel, Lana; Skiljan,
Filip. 2021. Zagreb: Plejada, IDIZ, IMIN). Her main areas of interest are marginalised com-
munities, isolation, emptiness, religious and ethnic identities, sustainability.
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
