Uloga znanstvenika i strucnjaka u razvoju ruralnog
prostora

Razvoj ruralnog prostora temelj je gospodarske i drustvene
kohezije te napretka svake zemlje. Hrvatska nema prorural-
nu politiku razvoja i njezin je ruralni prostor devastiran. Naj-
znakovitiji su gubitak ljudskog razvojno potentnog kapitala
i gospodarsko nazadovanje. Dovrsenjem deagrarizacije i de-
ruralizacije ¢itava su podrucja ispraznjena, u onima zahva-
¢enim depopulacijom zadrzalo se mahom staracko drustve-
no-reproduktivno nesposobno poljoprivredno stanovnistvo
izloZzeno rizicima siromaSenja i gubitka zdravlja, identiteta
i samosvijesti. Na drugoj strani, iako Hrvatska sa 0,45 ha
obradivog zemljista po stanovniku spada u poljoprivred-
nim zemljisStem srednje bogate zemlje, udjel poljoprivrede u
BDP-u od 1999. do 2012. godine smanjen je od 7,8 na svega
4,24%. Stovise, hrvatskom drustvu zbog inzistiranja politic-
kih elita na neoliberalnoj kapitalistickoj modernizaciji prijeti
propadanje i gubitak poljoprivrede. Politicke elite, suprotno
tipu agrarne strukture, favoriziraju farmersko-poduzetnicki
model poljoprivrede koji u Hrvatskoj nikad nije postojao.

Izrada strategije i programa i sam proces razvoja hrvatskog
ruralnog prostora traze odgovore za odrziv razvoj, i to umre-
zivanjem aktivnosti znanstvenika i stru¢njaka referentnih
profila, sa svim ostalim akterima ruralnog razvoja. U osi-
guravanju racionalnih (znanstvenih) osnova, monitoringu i
poduzimanju korektivnih mjera u tom, per definitionem, in-
terdisciplinarnom pothvatu posebno mjesto imaju sociolozi
(sela) jer, obnova i razvoj sela tangiraju sam nacin repro-
dukcije ruralnih zajednica: ovise o sposobnosti konkretnih
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zajednica za reprodukciju i sudjelovanje u rjeSavanju vlasti-
tih problema, te svakoj valja pristupiti diferencirano.

Zbog teorijskih dvojbi o buducnosti (post)modernog selja-
ka, sela i poljoprivrede, te kontroverzi u europskom mode-
lu obnove sela i rekonstrukcije europske industrijske poljo-
privrede, u fokusu autorove pozornosti su uloga i mjesto
(ruralne) sociologije kao fundamentalne i primijenjene zna-
nosti i struke u pripremi i izradi koncepcije i modela inte-
griranog i odrzivog ruralnog razvoja, uskladenog s urbanim
razvojem. Okvire ¢ine Weberov Zweckrazionalitdit i prakti-
ciranje otvorene, slobodne i kriticne znanosti.

Rural Space Development - The Role of Scientists and
Professionals

Rural space development is the basis for socio-economic
cohesion and progress of every country. In Croatia there
is no pro-rural development policy and its rural space is
devastated. The most indicative signs are the loss of devel-
opmentally potent human capital and economic recession.
Deagrarization and deruralization have emptied complete
areas and in those affected by depopulation old rural popu-
lation has remained, incapable od social reproduction and
exposed to the risk of poverty, loss of health, identity and
self-awareness. On the other hand, even though Croatia
with its 0.45 hectares of arable land per capita belongs to
the countries medium-rich in agricultural land, the agricul-
ture share in GDP fell from 7.8% to hardly 4.24% from 1999
to 2012. What is more, the Croatian society is threatened by
collapse and loss of agriculture because political elites insist
on neoliberal capitalism. Contrary to the type of agrarian
structure, they favour the farmer-entrepreneur model which
has never existed in Croatia before.

Scientists and professionals joined by all other relevant
actors need to work together in creating rural space de-
velopment strategies and finding answers for sustainable
development. In this, per definitionem, interdisciplinary
endeavour, rural sociologists play a special part ensuring
rational (scientific) foundations, monitoring and correcting.
Village renewal and development are about the very repro-
duction of rural communities: they depend on the power
of individual communities to reproduce and participate in
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solving their own problems. Therefore each community
should be approached individually.

There are some theoretical doubts about the future of (post)
modern farmers, villages and agriculture. There is some
controversy about the European model of village renewal
and reconstruction of industrial agriculture. That is why this
author’s focus is on the role and place of (rural) sociology
in the making of a new concept of integrated and sustain-
able rural development, in harmony with urban develop-
ment. In the framework of Weber’'s Zweckrazionalitéit and
open, liberal and critical science.

Poljoprivredni potencijali Hrvatske i njihova
mogucnost u ruralnom razvoju

Poljoprivredni potencijali Hrvatske poljoprivredne su povr-
Sine od oko 3 milijuna hektara. Nazalost, mi smo na ,nago-
vor® europskih struc¢njaka, koji su nam ,pomagali i pruza-
li stru¢nu pomoc¢ kod preustroja poljoprivredne statistike,
smanjili stvarne povrsine i u skladu s njihovim prijedlogom
prijavili Europi da koristimo samo 1 290 000 ha. Ulaskom
u EU predmet zajednicke poljoprivredne politike ove su
umanjene povrsine. Po europskoj dosadasnjoj praksi, ovu
bismo razliku od 1,7 mil. ha mogli koristiti za proizvodnju,
ali to ne smije biti proizvodnja hrane.

U europskim zemljama razvijene poljoprivrede 80% proi-
zvodnje dolazi s imanja koja imaju vise od 60 ha, a politika
poticaja u EU - prema usvojenim dokumentima -potrebna
je sve dok veli¢ina poljoprivrednog imanja ne bude u pro-
sieku 80 ha (Cesi su kod pretvorbe svoje socijalisticke po-
ljoprivrede napravili takav program da im je sada veli¢ina
imanja u prosjeku 80 ha). Na imanju takve velic¢ine zapo-
slen je vlasnik s prosjecno 68 sati rada tjedno, pomaZze mu
supruga s 48 sati rada i ima jo$ jednog zaposlenog radnika
(sve u prosjeku). Prema ovome, na ovih prijavljenih 1,2 mil.
ha, da bismo imali konkurentna imanja trebalo bi biti cca
16 000 obiteljskih imanja gdje bi radili supruZnici i jo§ po
jedan radnik, pa ovakva poljoprivreda ima potencijal anga-
zirati manje od 50 000 osoba. Ovi podaci prikazuju pozeljan
cilj, a iako ce stvarnost uvijek odstupati, sigurno je da u
poljoprivredi ne moze biti angazirano kao do sada cca 170
000 obiteljskih imanja (s dvoje manje ili viSe angaziranih u
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proizvodnji) i jos cca 12 000 zaposlenih u poljoprivrednim
poduzecima. Danas zaposleni u poljoprivrednim poduze-
¢ima isporuce na trziste otprilike 63% ukupne ponude iz
domace poljoprivredne proizvodnje, pa je posve jasno ko-
liko postojeca poljoprivreda moze angazirati radne snage.
Ako se nekada ostvari cilj da nam EU prizna poljoprivredni
potencijal od cca 3 mil. ha i da taj potencijal u potpuno-
sti iskoristimo na europski optimalni nacin, u poljoprivredi
moze biti angazirano najvise 120 000 osoba, odnosno 80
000 brac¢nih parova i jos 40 000 zaposlenika. U zemljama
gdje je poljoprivreda razvijena, a to su ujedno i razvijene
zemlje, poljoprivreda ima udio u BDP-u do najvise 5%. Za-
uzimati se za drugaciju poljoprivredu i na nju vezati veliki
broj nezaposlenih u sustini znac¢i zauzimati se za vjecno
siromastvo.

Agricultural Potential of Croatia in Rural Development

Croatian agricultural potential are about 3 million hectares.
Unfortunately, persuaded by European experts who have
“helped” us with their professional advice regarding agri-
cultural statistics, we have reduced the actual size of the
land and in accordance with their suggestions reported the
use of only 1,290,000 hectares. After joining the European
Union, this reduced area is the subject of the common agri-
cultural policy. According to the existing European practice,
the remaining 1,700,000 hectares can be used for produc-
tion, as long as it is not food production.

In the European countries with developed agriculture, farms
larger than 60 hectares cover 80% of the production and,
in accordance with the EU documents on incentives policy,
the incentives are needed until the average farm is 80 hec-
tares large (the Czechs have transformed their socialist ag-
riculture so that their average farm now has 80 hectares).
On such a farm work the owner (68 hours per week on
average), his wife (48 hours per week) plus one more hired
worker. In order to be competitive on 1,290,000 hectares
we would need to have about 16,000 family farms with a
husband, a wife and another worker, which means fewer
than 50,000 people engaged in agriculture. Although these
figures present a desirable goal and the real figures will
always vary, it is still clear that in future it will be impos-
sible to engage in agriculture today’s 170,000 family farms
with two people working in production plus about 12,000
more people employed in various agricultural companies
which deliver to the market approximately 63% of the to-
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tal domestic production. It is obvious that now agriculture
workforce is quite large. If we ever achieve our goal and
the EU recognizes our 3 million hectares and this potential
is fully used, at most 120,000 people, that is, 80,000 married
couples plus 40,000 employees, can work in agriculture. In
developed countries the agriculture share in the total GDP
is maximum 5%. If we choose different agriculture with a
lot of unemployed people, we choose eternal poverty.

Agriculture and Cooperatives in Rural Croatia
Some theses for the presentation:

* Rural space development can be successful if measures
are taken simultaneously in economy, technology, organi-
zation, society, incentives, education, ecology.

* Agro-industrial development is not separate from the com-
plete rural space development.

Agriculture is the basic ecomomic activity but cannot em-
ploy more than 30% of the total rural population.

* In my presentation I wish to emphasize the importance
of agriculture and cooperatives for the rural space develop-
ment in Croatia.

Until 1990 agriculture was the most developed segment of
the Croatian economy. The export surplus was $500 million.
Today the export deficit in agriculture is $1 billion. T will try
to briefy explain such a fall in agricultural production.

* Finally, it is crucial to build a comprehensive rural devel-

opment strategy. Some guidelines are suggested:

e The situation in cooperatives is not the only one, but is
the main reason for the fall in agricultural production.

e It is necessary to draft new cooperative legislation be-
cause the existing legislation is not harmonized with the
EU standards.

e Development and incentives policies should be directed
towards the realization of cooperatives’ projects.
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e Support for agriculture should be changed.

e Development should be based on diversified economy
which uses advantages and specific qualities of each re-
gion: crafts, tourism, architectural and cultural heritage.

Ucestvovanje stanovnika lokalnih zajednica u procesu
obnove sela

Teoretska pozadina strateskih promena u razvoju seoskih
podrudja nije samo rezultat promisljanja inspirisanih opser-
vacijom kriznih pojava u sadasnjosti, vec i ponovnog otkri-
vanja davno zaboravljene i ¢esto omalovazavane tradicije
kako u drustvenoj misli, tako i u drustveno ekonomskom
zivotu. U ovom radu se mehanicisticko-funkcionalistickom
gledistu suprotstavlja razmisljanje iz drugog nacela koje or-
ganizuje drustveni sistem, iz nacela drustvene odgovornosti
za zajednicko dobro. Ucesce stanovnika sela u planiranju
i realizaciji njegove obnove c¢ini se drustveno i nau¢no ak-
tuelnim iz viSe razloga. Prvo, ako prihvaceni procesi do-
vode do ociglednog poboljsanja uslova zivota na seoskim
prostorima, treba imati u vidu iskustva, misljenja i zahteve
stanovnika tih podrucja i uzimati ih kao najvece eksperte u
procesima koji se njih ticu. Drugo, angazovanje stanovnika
sela stvara uslove za njihovo ucestvovanje u planiranju i re-
alizaciji plana razvoja sela, sto dovodi do jace identifikacije
sa mestom stanovanja. Trece, prevazilazenje stagnacije ra-
zvoja sela u najvisem stepenu zavisi i od aktivnosti njihovih
stanovnika.

Pristup u odnosu na koji obnova sela moze da se sprovede
jedino aktivnim ucescem njegovih stanovnika, oznac¢ava u
krajnjoj konsekvenci i promenu modela prihvatanja poli-
tickih odluka, za Sta jednako stanovnici, kao i oni koji ih
predstavljaju u politici treba da nauce nova pravila igre.
Siroko ucesce u procesu donoSenja odluka ima ne samo

podela odgovornosti i rizika, nego i podela vlasti. Zajednic-
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ko planiranje pojavljuje se kao zajednicki drustveni i naucni
proces svih zainteresovanih: stanovnika, mesnih politi¢ara,
planera, predstavnika administracije...

Participation of local Communities in Village Renewal

A theoretical background for strategic changes in the de-
velopment of rural areas is not only inspired by observa-
tion of the current crisis. It is also a rediscovery of a long
forgotten and often underrated tradition in social thought
and socio-economic life. This paper contrasts the mechan-
ical-functional point of view with a different principle: so-
cial responsibilty for the common good. Participation of in-
habitants in the planning and realization of village renewal
seems socially and scientifically relevant for a number of
reasons. Firstly, if adopted processes evidently improve life
in rural areas, then experience, opinions and demands of
the local people need to be considered and they themselves
taken for the biggest experts in matters that concern them.
Secondly, their involvement in planning and implementa-
tion of plans ensures their strong identification with their
village. Thirdly, the activity of inhabitants helps overcome
the village stagnation more than anything else.

The approach which comprises active participation of the
local community in village renewal also means a new mod-
el of accepting political decisions for which both the inhab-
itants and their political representatives need to learn the
new rules. Taking part in decision-making means sharing
risk, responsibility and power. Village renewal becomes a
social and scientific process in which everybody takes inter-
est: local people, politicians, planners, administrative work-
ers...This process transcends interest groups, parties, asso-
ciations. Rural agricultural policy should be the national,
state policy.

Promjene i iskustvo ruralnog svijeta (kulture)

Autor problematizira promjene ruralne kulture (drustva) i
moguca iskustva za modernu kulturu (drustvo). Nestajuci
stabilan lokalni svijet poznat je, a novonastajuci je nepoznat
i destabilizirajuci.

Drustvo u kojemu zivimo razli¢ito se nominira kao moder-
no, rizi¢no drustvo itd. a za ovu priliku moZemo reci da se
radi o drustvu promjena u kojemu se odrazava vremenitost
svih struktura - prijasnjih i novonastalih. Neke imaju obiljez-
ja istodobne neistodobnosti. Tako je i sa seljackim drustvom
odnosno ruralnom kulturom. Utjecajem industrijalizacije i
urbanizacije ona nestaje ali je njezino povijesno iskustvo
dragocjeno za industrijsko drustvo. Pritom su vazne dvije
poruke seljackog drustva, odnosno ruralnog svijeta: socijal-
noekoloski metabolizam i sustav vrednota/vrijednosti koje
su jamcile stabilnost i odrzivost zajednice odnosno toga
drustva tj. ruralne kulture (materijalna, socijalna i duhovna).
Akceptira li moderno drustvo i hrvatsko drustvo pozitivna
iskustva predmodernog seljackog drustva?

Nekada je (malo) selo bilo u velikom svijetu, a danas je
veliki svijet u selu u kojemu se zbiva proces nestajanja glo-
kalno, a istodobno povecana njegova vaznost u kontek-
stu identiteta, zastite okolisa/prirode i pozeljnih promjena
(razvoja). Ruralne promjene mogu se pratiti kao promjene
ekoloskog kompleksa: promjene stanovnistva, okolisa, teh-
nologije i socijalne organizacije. Istodobno se ruralni svijet
moze promatrati kao svijet zahvacen modernizacijom ali i
kulturna entropija. Sto je u perspektivi ruralni razvoj ako
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ne nastavak industrijalizacije? Izgubi li ruralni svijet svoj (ze-
mljopisni i kulturni) identitet to bi bio kraj ruralnosti.

Seljani danas zahvaljujuci procesu globalizacije istodobno
zive na tri razine drustvenosti: lokalnoj, nacionalnoj (regio-
nalnoj) i globalnoj. Globalizacija djeluje dvojako: na lokal-
no djeluje destruktivno, a globalno djeluje kao konstruira-
nje ,novog svijeta“.

U proslom stoljecu je osnovni pravac fizicke migracije sta-
novnistva bio ,put u grad“ i prihvacanje urbanih vrijednosti.
Na svjetskoj razini raste broj visemilijunskih gradova, ali se
povecava i siromastvo u njima. Otuda izazovno pitanje: je li
moguc (potreban) povratak selu? Povratak nema primarno
fizicko znacenje nego vrijednosno tj. moze li suvremena ci-
vilizacija tendencijski mijenjati sustav vrijednosti liberalnog
kapitalizma, a time i globalni smjer razvojnih promjena?

Changes and Experience of the Rural World (Culture)

The author examines changes in the rural culture (society)
and possible impact on the modern culture (society). The
disappearing, stable local world is familiar. The one in for-
mation is unknown and destabilizing.

The society we live in is called modern, risk society etc.
and in this context we could say that it is the society of
change in which co-exist all structures - past and present.
Some are characterized by existing simultaneously and not
being from the same time. The same is true for the rural
society or culture. Under the inuence of industrialization
and urbanization it disappears, but its historical experience
is precious for the industrial society. Two messages of the
rural society and rural world are crucial: socioecological
metabolism and the system of values which guarantee the
stability and sustainability of the community, the society,
the rural culture (material, social, spiritual). Does modern
society and Croatian society accept the positive experience
of the pre-modern rural society?

Before, the (small) village was in the big world and today
the big world is in the village where the local process of
disappearing is ongoing, and yet the importance of village
is growing in the context of identity, environment protec-
tion and desirable development. Rural changes can be per-
ceived as changes of the ecological complex: changes of
population, environment, technology and social organiza-
tion. At the same time the rural world can be seen as af-
fected by modernization, but as cultural entropy as well.
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What is the future of rural development if not the continu-
ation of industralization? If the rural world were to lose its
(geographical and cultural) identity, that would be the end
of rurality.

Because of globalization, villagers today live three levels of
social existence simultaneously: local, national and global.
Globalization creates a double effect: it is destructive locally
and globally it constructs “the new world*.

In the last century, the main direction of population migra-
tions was the town. Urban values were accepted. At the
global level, the number of cities with several million peo-
ple grew but poverty in them increased. So, the question
arises: is the return to village possible (necessary)? It is not
primarily about the physical return, it is about the question
of value: can modern civilization intentionally change the
system of values of liberal capitalism and thus the global
direction of development?

Ostarjelost stanovnistva ruralnih podrucja Hrvatske

U radu se razmatra stupanj ostarjelosti stanovnistva ruralnih
podrudja Hrvatske. Obradeni su statisticki podaci za 6508
seoskih naselja. Koristen je i poseban model bodovnog po-
kazatelja ostarjelosti. Tipizacija koja se temelji na bodovnoj
vrijednosti ima sedam tipova (stupnjeva) ostarjelosti: 1- na
pragu starenja, 2 - starenje, 3 - starost, 4 - duboka starost, 5
- vrlo duboka starost, 6 - izrazito duboka starost i 7 - krajnje
duboka starost.

Ukupno stanovnistvo ruralnih naselja pripada 4. tipu. Izra-
¢un za stanovniStvo gradskih naselja pokazuje takoder pri-
padnost 4. tipu (razlika je svega pola boda). Ocigledno je
proces demografskog starenja usao u kasnu fazu u kojoj su
se izgubile razlike izmedu stanovnistva urbanih i ruralnih
naselja. Premda je opca slika viSe-manje ocekivana, ipak
zapanjuje podatak da je u 45% opcina/gradova (od ukupno
556) stanovnistvo ruralnih naselja zahvaceno vrlo visokim
stupnjem ostarjelosti (5. do 7. stupnja). Ostale opcine uglav-
nom pripadaju 3. (16,5%) i 4. tipu ostarjelosti (37,9%). Niti
jedna opcina ne pripada 1. tipu, a svega jedna 2. tipu.

Na djelu je proces homogenizacije hrvatskog ruralnog pro-
stora u smjeru sve viSeg stupnja ostarjelosti stanovnistva.
Ruralna podrucja nemaju bioreprodukcijske moci za mo-
zebitni demografski opravak. Stoga se namecu pitanja: Tko
bi trebao biti nositelj njihovog oporavka? Mogu li to biti
gradovi koji i sami boluju od depopulacije, denataliteta i
demografskog starenja?

Ageing of Population in Rural Croatia

The paper examines the ageing of population in rural Croa-
tia. Statistical data for 6,508 settlements and a special model
based on scores have been used. Thus old age typification
has seven types (degrees): 1) on the verge of ageing, 2)
ageing, 3) age, 4) old age, 5) very old age, 6) deeply ad-
vanced old age and 7) extreme old age.

The total population of rural settlements belongs to type 4.
The same goes for urban population (the difference is only
half a point). It is clear that the process of demographic
ageing has reached its late stage: there is little difference
between rural and urban settlements. Although the general
picture is more or less expected, it is still astonishing that
the rural population in 45% of towns/municipalities (out of
556) fall into 5-7 type of old age. The rest of municipalities
mainly belong to type 3 (16.5%) and 4 (37.9%). Not a single
municipality belongs to type 1 and only one to type 2.

The process of rural space homogenization in Croatia is
ongoing: the population is growing older and older. Rural
areas lack bioreproductive power to turn the process round
and direct it towards demographic recovery. The ques-
tion is: who can help their revival? Is it the towns which
themselves suffer from depopulation, denatality and demo-
graphic ageing?

Zene u selu - da li mogu biti ravnopravne bez imovine

U razmatranjima izgleda za unapredenje razvoja seoskih
podrudja u Srbiji i drugim drzavama sa slicnim nasledem,
¢ini se da je jedno od klju¢nih pitanja ko su potencijalni
akteri u definisanju i sprovodenju politika ruralnog razvo-
ja. To pitanje je aktualno i stoga Sto se u toku poslednjih
nekoliko godina u Srbiji pokazuje da usvojene strategije i
programi razvoja poljoprivrede i seoskih podrucja prihvata-
ju mnoge mere i politike koje su pokazale dobre rezultate
u zemljama Evropske unije. U Koncepciji ruralnog razvoja
narocito se podvlaci vaznost koncepta diverzifikacije ak-
tivnosti u seoskom podrucju i uvodenja novih aktivnosti
izvan poljoprivrede, Sto ¢e za posledicu imati traznju nove i
druk¢ije radne snage na selu. Po nasem sudu, klju¢nu ulogu
u pomenutim politikama mogu imati mlade Zene (u staro-
snoj dobi od 20 do 50 godina). Medutim, kako pokazuju tri
poslednja Popisa stanovnistva (1991., 2002. i 2011.) Zene u
starosnoj dobi od 20 do 50 godina u vecem procentu nego
muskarci napustaju seoska naselja i odlaze u gradove ili ino-
stranstvo. Tema specifi¢cnih migracija Zena iz seoskih nase-
ljia nije bila predmet sistematskih istrazivanja niti ozbiljnijih
javnih rasprava, nego je obradivana u okviru analiza opstih
migracionih tokova iz seoskih ka gradskim naseljima, izme-
du republika bivse Jugoslavije i migracija van zemlje. Nema
sumnje da je (lo$) polozaj Zena u seoskim naseljima osnov-
ni uzrok pojacane migracije, a u tome treba izdvojiti neko-
liko razloga: (1) Imovinska nesigurnost Zena i zavisnost/po-
dredenost, narocito u poljoprivrednim domacinstvima; (2)
Ekonomska zavisnost od drugih ¢lanova domacinstva i po-
dreden polozaj u visegeneracijskom domacinstvu; (3) Sla-
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bi izgledi za zaposljavanje van domacinstva; (4) Odsustvo
institucionalizovane podrske u ostvarivanju ekonomskih,
socijalnih i kulturnih prava; (5) Slaba opremljenost seoskih
naselja uslugama od znacaja za kvalitet Zzivota i ostvarivanje
osnovnih socijalnih i kulturnih prava; i (6) Slaba sposobnost
udruzivanja radi ostvarivanja zajednickih interesa kao $to su
organizacije civilnog drustva, zensko zadrugarstvo, te druge
forme samoorganizovanja i udruZzivanja.

Can Women in the Village Be Equal Without Having
Property?

When considering the chances of rural development in Ser-
bia and other countries with similar heritage, one of the
major questions is: who are the potential actors who define
and implement rural development programs? This is a real
issue because rural and agriculture development strategies
in Serbia in recent years have adopted measures and poli-
cies which have showed good results in the EU countries.
In The Concept of Rural Development diversification of ac-
tivities in rural areas is especially emphasized as well as
new non-agricultural activities. They will require new and
different workforce. We believe that younger women (be-
tween 20 and 50 years of age) might play a key role in these
changes. But according to the last three censuses (1991,
2002 and 2011), a bigger percentage of women aged 20-
50 than men leave rural settlements and move to towns or
abroad. The theme of specific migrations of women from
rural settlements has not been systematically researched or
seriously publicly debated. It has only been analysed within
general migrations from rural to urban settlements, migra-
tions in former Yugoslavia republics and migrations abroad.
There is no doubt that the principal cause of numerous mi-
grations is the (bad) position of women in rural settlements
for which the following reasons need to be mentioned:
(1) uncertainty related to property, dependence/inferior-
ity, especially in agricultural households, (2) economic de-
pendence on other members of the household and inferior
position in multigenerational households, (3) low chances
of employment outside the household, (4) no institutional
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support for economic, social and cultural rights, (5) no ser-
vices in rural areas which improve the quality of life or help
exercise one’s basic social and cultural rights and (6) weak
efforts to join together and fight for common interest, such
as civil society organizations, women’s cooperatives and
other forms of self-organization and association.

Demografski slom bez drustvenog i znanstvenog
refleksa

Demografsko stablo hrvatskog korpusa, prije svega onog
njegovog dijela u ruralnom prostoru, je unisteno depopu-
lacijom izazvanom modernizacijskim procesima i mehanic-
kim slomom, ratom. Prosjecna starost sveukupnog stanov-
nistva 2011. godine je preko 40 godina, populacije Srba u
Hrvatskoj 53,1 godinu a onog njezinog dijela u ruralnim
krajevima 58,5 godina. To je teze od demografskog sloma,
jer povratnici nepovoljne spolne i dobne strukture (mahom
starice i starci) Zive u seoskim prostorima bez odrzivog ra-
zvoja, u patuljastim naseljima bez institucija, zadrzavajuci
jednu trecinu katastarskih povrsina. Tu ne postoji moguc-
nost obnove Zivota. Ruralno je stanovniStvo i tzv. pretvor-
bom dovedeno do bioloskog slabljenja pa najproduktiv-
nije generacije po tzv. degresivnoj skali mortaliteta umiru
tri i pol godine ranije. Da bi se pristupilo slozenoj i kom-
pleksnoj obnovi demografskih struktura, nuzne su brojne
znanstvene pretpostavke na drusStvenom, demografskom i
kulturno-antropoloskom polju. Prva od njih su interdiscipli-
narna sociodemografska istrazivanja reprodukcije stanov-
nistva.

Demographic Collapse and No Social or Scientists’
Reflex Action

Croatian demographic structure, especially in rural are-
as, has been radically changed by depopulation, brought
about by modernization processes and the Homeland War.
In 2011 the average age of the total population was over
40, of the Croatian Serbs 53.1 and of the population in ru-
ral areas 58.5. This is worse than demographic collapse.
The gender and age structure of the returnees is unfavour-
able: they are mainly old men and women who live in
villages without sustainable development projects, in tiny
settlements with no institutions, retaining one third of ca-
dastral parcels. There is no revitalization option here. In the
so-called transformation there was biological weakening
of rural population, so the most reproductive generations
on the so-called degressive mortality scale die three and a
half years earlier. In order to start a complicating and com-
plex demographic renewal, a lot of social, demographic
and cultural anthropological study is to be done. The first
are scientific interdisciplinary socio-demographic studies of
population reproduction. Population reproduction is a mul-
ti-causal and a multidimensional issue. But if you possess
scientific knowledge, you have prerequisites for economic,
social and cultural planning and the total community de-
velopment. Scientists need to face the complex problem
we are having today. The population policy requires broad
interdisciplinary demographic analyses.

Mixed households, peasants-workers in the Republic
of Croatia

theme in Rural Sociology. 1t outlined the social changes in
our village and agriculture in the middle of the 20th cen-

tury.

(2) A large number of mixed households and peasants-
workers was closely related to the intensive economic de-
velopment, especially industrial development ( economic
growth rate exceeded 7% in some years). That led to inten-
sive deagrarization and the social stratification of the peas-
antry.

Village Recomposition and Rural Development

Bernard Kayser calls the rural renaissance of Western Euro-
pean societies, in contrast to the previous, capitalist period
of decomposition, recomposition. The social structure of
modern village and the complete way of life of rural popu-
lation have changed.

This presentation examines the modern village, the social
structure of its population and (urban) rural household ap-
pliances (which improve the quality of everyday life), with
special attention paid to agricultural households. The data
come from the 2004 survey conducted by the Institute for
Social Research on a representative sample of adult popula-
tion of Croatia. Modern “rurality” is not contrasted to “ur-
banity”; it is simply a continuum of the rural society life,
transformed by modernization processes.

Pluralnost hrvatske ruralnosti

Sredinom proslog stoljeca Hrvatska je bila pretezito poljo-
privredna i seoska zemlja. U vremenu kracem od ljudskog
zivota, do osvita 21. stoljeca, ta se slika u kolopletu drus-
tvenih i gospodarskih procesa stubokom izmijenila. ,Izvan-
gradsku® Hrvatsku danas nije moguce jednoznac¢no odrediti
jer ona vise nije tek selo i agrarni pejzaz kakve cesto nosi-
mo u svijesti. Tamo, izvan grada postoji i u stalnoj je mijeni
dinamic¢an mozaik sloZenih prostornih struktura i odnosa.
Postajemo svijesni da, ako se ikada i moglo, ruralno vise ne
mozZze biti shvaceno u singularitetu. Pluralnost ruralnosti po-
staje nit vodilja njenog propitivanja. Moguci je pristup istra-
zivanju te pluralnosti i mozai¢nosti kompleksna tipologija
izradena tehnikama multivarijantnih analiza. One omoguca-
vaju da se prostoru pristupi integralno, multidimenzionalno
te da se utvrde medusobne veze izmedu niza koreliranih
varijabli. S tim je ciljem izradena tipologija svih ruralnih i ur-
baniziranih naselja Hrvatske (6515 statistickih naselja 2001.
godine), na temelju 59 varijabli. Analiza glavnih kompone-
nata i faktorska analiza rezultirala je s osam klju¢nih faktora
diferencijacije temeljem kojih je provedena klaster analiza.

Plurality of Rural Croatia

In the 1950s Croatia was predominantly an agricultural
and rural country. In a period shorter than a human life,
till the dawn of 21st century, this picture has completely
changed in a whirl of social and economic processes that
we have undergone. Non-urban Croatia today cannot be
unambigously defined because it is not only the rural and
agricultural landscape we often have in mind. There is a
very dynamic mosaic of complex and ever changing spa-
tial structures and relations out there. We have gradually
become aware that rurality cannot be seen as singular, if
ever it was possible. Plurality of rural Croatia has become
the guiding principle of all research. A possible approach
to this mosaic plurality is a complex typology based on
the techniques of multivariate analysis. They look at space
as integral and multidimensional and establish connections
among various correlated variables. A typology was created
of all rural and urbanized settlements in Croatia (6,515 set-
tlements, 2001 Census) based on 59 variables. The analysis
of the main components and the factor analysis resulted in
8 key differentiation factors which allowed for the cluster
analysis. It distinguishes seven types of rural and urbanized
settlements in Croatia: 1) dynamic, structurally strong settle-
ments, 2) easily accessible settlements, dependent on the
circulation of population, 3) market-oriented agricultural
settlements, 4) economically diversified settlements, mainly
tourist resorts, 5) settlements of agricultural extensification
and poor demographic dynamics, 6) rural periphery set-
tlements and 7) other out-of-town settlements. The paper
comments on characteristics of all different types of settle-
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ments trying to recognize both their limits and potentials for
the development of rural and urbanized Croatia.

Cilj saopstenja jeste da delimi¢no odgovori na pitanje kakvi
se problemi javljaju u postsocijalistickom ruralnom razvo-
ju Srbije. Re¢ je o sledecom medusobno povezanim pro-
blemima: 1. Demografski problem prvenstveno u vezi sa
starenjem ruralnog stanovnistva, promenama u porodici,
domacinstvu, i obrazovnoj strukturi; 2. siromastvo i drustve-
na iskljuc¢enost; 3. nepovoljna posedovna struktura u vidu
dominacije sitnog poseda; 4. povecana drustvena nejedna-
kost; 5. problem zemljoradnickih zadruga; 6. rodno-imovin-
ske nejednakosti; 7. pretezno patrijarhalne, kolektivisticke
vrednosti ruralnog stanovnistva; 8. regionalni dispariteti; 9.
ekoloski rizik; 10. nedovoljna produktivnost i konkuren-
tnost poljoprivrede; 11. neintegrisani agroruralni razvoj; 12.
problem vlasnistva nad poljoprivrednim zemljiStem u Srbiji
za strane drzavljane. Vecina ovih problema je nasledena
iz socijalizma i ,starog® kapitalizma kada je modernizacija
(evropeizacija) kasnila, bila usporena, ili je bila ubrzana,
ali deformisana i nedovrSena. Zakljucak je da su danasnji
strateski ciljevi agroruralnog razvoja u Srbiji neuskladeni
sa nacelima agrarne politike EU, da se reformski zakoni u
oblasti agrara nedovoljno primenjuju, da je produktivnost i
konkurentnost srpske poljoprivrede slaba, kao i da ruralni
razvoj nije integrisan.

Problems of Rural Development in Post-socialist Serbia

The goal of this presentation is to partially answer the ques-
tion what problems occur in the post-socialist rural devel-
opment of Serbia. They are interrelated: 1) demographic
problems primarily connected with the ageing of the rural
population, changes in the family, the household and edu-
cation structure, 2) poverty and social exclusion, 3) unfa-
vourable structure of ownership, predominantly small es-
tates, 4) increased social inequality, 5) problem of farmers’
co-ops, 6) gender-property inequality, 7) predominantly
patriarchal, collective values of rural population, 8) region-
al disparities, 9) ecological risk, 10) insufficient productiv-
ity and competitiveness of agriculture, 11) non-integrated
agrorural development, 12) foreign citizens’ land ownership
problem. Most of these problems date back to socialism
and “ old“ capitalism when modernization was either late
and slow or fast but deformed and unfinished. We can con-
clude that today’s strategic goals of agrorural development
in Serbia are not in accordance with the principles of the
EU agricultural policy. Also, agricultural legislation is not
sufficiently implemented and productivity and competitive-
ness of Serbian agriculture is low.

U radu se ukazuje na klju¢ne nalaze dva empirijska istra-
zivanja. Prvo su prikazani pokazatelji finansijskog siromas-
tva i materijalne deprivacije seoskog stanovnistva u Srbiji,
u skladu sa metodologijom Evropske unije (EU SILC) koja
je bila osnov operacionalizacije empirijskog istrazivanja na
reprezentativnom uzorku za Srbiju u 2010. godini (UNDP-
SECONS). Potom su analizirani stavovi gradana seoskih na-
selja na osnovu istrazivanja radenog na reprezentativnom
uzorku gradana Srbije iz 2012. godine (Institut za socioloska
istrazivanja Filozofskog fakulteta Univerziteta u Beogradu).
Fokus je na ocenama ispitanika o nekim dimenzijama teri-
torijalnog kapitala naselja u kome Zive, kao i na njihovim
stavovima o odnosu lokalnih razvojnih kapaciteta i spo-
ljasnjih razvojnih stimulansa, operacionalizovanih u skladu
sa konceptima novog lokalizma to jest glokalizma, odno-
sno starog i novog regionalizma. U zakljucku se ukazuje
da ogranicenja razvoja zasnovanog na lokalnim resursima
(place based development) ne proisticu samo iz materijalne
deprivacije u naselju, koja ukazuje na ,tvrde“ dimenzije te-
ritorijalnog kapitala, vec¢ da veliku paznju zahtevaju upravo
,meke“ dimenzije ovog koncepta (otvorenost lokalnih ak-
tera za kooperativnost sa globalnim akterima u profilisanju
razvojne posebnosti mesta ali i prevladavanje pasivnosti u
domenu ocekivanja razvojnih podsticaja od drzave, itd.).

Population of Rural Areas in Serbia: Material
Deprivation and Further Development Assumptions
Based on Local Resources

This paper is about the key results of two empirical studies.
First we present indicators of financial poverty and mate-
rial deprivation of rural population in Serbia, according to
the EU methodology (EU SILC) which was the operational
basis for empirical research on the representative sample in
Serbia in 2010 (UNDP-SECONS). Then we analyse attitudes
of people from rural settlements based on the representa-
tive sample research in Serbia in 2012 (Institute for Social
Research at the Faculty of Philosophy, University of Bel-
grade). We focus on the respondents’ assessment of some
aspects of the territorial capital of their settlement and their
view of the local development capacity vs. initiatives from
outside their communities, in accordance with the concept
of new localism, that is glocalism, old and new regionalism.
In our conclusion we point out that limited place-based de-
velopment is not due solely to material deprivation which
is the “hard“ component of the territorial capital. The “soft®
component also requires more attention. Openness and co-
operation of local actors with global actors in the creation
of their place identity is needed as well as less passiveness
and dependancy on state subsidies etc.

Bela Krajina Lost in Translation - Post-transition
Dilemma of Regional Development in a Rural
Peripheral Region

Bela Krajina is a border region in the southeast of Slovenia.
On two sides its natural border are Gorjanci and Kocevski
rog and on the third side it is the Kupa river. In the transi-
tion period, after Slovenia’s independence, this mainly rural
region grew increasingly peripheral especially in infrastruc-
ture and economy. Lately, due to the collapse of Slovenian
economy, this region has encountered further difficulties
which delay its development, such as high unemployment
and unfavourable demographic trends.

In the presentation we aim to analyse the success / failure
of Bela krajina to develop in the last 20 years and also try
to provide some answers: where and how to generate the
means for the future progress of this rural peripheral region.

Odrzivost, samodostatnost, marginalnost, inzularnost -
mogu li zajedno na malom otoku?

Po definiciji inzularni ali i inzularizirani, u mnogome mar-
ginalizirani, malo u ¢emu samodostatni i jedva odrzivi, mali
su otoci vec¢ desetljecima zanimljivi istraziva¢ima svih vrsta.
Na otoke, $to manje to bolje, iskrcavaju se prirodoslovci,
sociolozi, antropolozi, ¢ak i ekonomisti, a kad istraze i ot-
plove, redovno izvjeStavaju da su demografski, socijalni,
ekonomski i kulturni procesi koji bi trebali determinirati
nacin i kvalitetu oto¢nog zivota naprosto stali. Urbani ra-
zvoj determinirao je onaj inzularni tako da ga je zaustavio,
a prostorna podjela rada ucinila je otoke ovisnima o kopnu.
Dok stanovnistvo vecih otoka raste zahvaljujuci novim, do-
seljenim otoc¢anima, stanovnistvo malih je opadajuci stiglo
do minimuma i stagnira vec¢ nekoliko desetljeca.

Ova ekonomska i drustvena pat-pozicija ne moze se ot-
kloniti bez odgovarajuce razvojne prostorno-ekonomske
politike. Ona mora biti prostorno, ekonomski i drustveno
integrirana, a ciljeve treba izvesti iz ekonomske i drustvene
povijesti otoka koji su znali opstajati kad su se bez kopne-
nih utjecaja oslanjali na vlastite resurse. Osnovni su dina-
micki ciljevi odrzivi razvoj i samodostatnost u vodoopskrbi
i proizvodnji hrane i energije oslonjena na suvremene teh-
nologije. Samodostatni otok ostaje ekonomski marginalizi-
ran u Sirim prostornim podjelama rada, ali mu to vise ne
zaprecuje razvoj. S druge strane, mali otoci ne smiju ostati
drustveno i kulturno samodostatni.

Sustainability, Self-sufficiency, Marginality, Insularity
- Can They Go Together on a Small Island?

By definition insular, but insularised and greatly marginal-
ized as well, insufficiently self-contained and hardly sus-
tainable, small islands have been interesting to explorers of
all kinds for decades. Natural scientists, sociologists, anthro-
pologists and even economists land on islands, the smaller
the better, and after they do their research and sail away,
they write their reports in which they say that demographic,
social, economic and cultural processes which determine
the quality of life on islands, have simply stopped. Urban
development has determined island development by halting
it and spatial distribution of employment has made islands
dependent on land. While the population grows on bigger
islands due to newcomers, the population of small islands
has reached its minimum and suffers decades of stagnation.

This economic and social stalemate situation cannot be re-
solved without integrated spatial, economic and social de-
velopment policy. In order to define successful goals, it is
necessary to look back at the past when islands relied on
their own resources and were not dependent on or in»u-
enced by land for survival. The main dynamic goals are
sustainable development and self-sufficiency in water sup-
ply and food and energy production based on new tech-
nologies. A self-contained island remains marginalized in a
broader distribution of employment but this fact no long-
er hinders its progress. On the other hand, small islands
should not be socially and culturally self-contained. One of
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the goals has to be the biggest possible inclusion of island-
ers in all social and cultural events.

Kako bi se odrzivi razvoj jadranskih otoka uspostavio na
optimalan nacin, Sto je cilj kojem teze razliciti autori koji su
se razvojem otoka bavili (Defilippis, 2001; Viducic, 2007;
Lay, 2007.; Starc, 2002 Zupanéic’, 2000.; Radinovic, Par,
Gugic, 2004.; Tomic i sur., 1999; Simunovic, 2007.; Tonko-
vic i Zlatar, 2013. i dr.) potrebno je prvenstveno uspostavi-
ti ravnotezu izmedu razvojnih segmenata klju¢nih za svaki
otok - poljoprivrede, industrije, turizma. Pri tome moraju
biti prisutne glavne dimenzije koncepta odrzivog razvoja:
ekoloska, ekonomska i drustvena, a carrying capacity sva-
kog otoka uzet u obzir. U podrucju poljoprivrede naglasak
treba staviti na okrupnjivanje i brendiranje otockih proizvo-
da kroz povezanost s turizmom, pri ¢emu se od proizvod-
nih grana isti¢e maslinarstvo. Industrija (primjer tvornice
Sardina, Postira na Bracu) se pokazala vaznom karikom u
razvoju otoka zbog zaposljavanja velikog broja stanovnika,
kao i zbog izvoza proizvoda. U turizmu je potrebno pronaci
nacin za iskoriStavanje turistickih kapaciteta koji ne prije-
ti odrzivosti ili identitetu pojedinih mjesta na otocima (5to
je Cesto slucaj s masovnim turizmom), razvijajuci pritom i
nove tipove turizma kao Sto su ekoloski, nauticki, sportski
ili medicinski turizam.

Na kraju, u okviru nedavnog ulazenja Hrvatske u EU, kljuc-
no je uspostavljanje i definiranje opcih razvojnih ciljeva i
planiranje strateskih orijentacija otoka kroz konkretne po-
liticke strategije i ukljucivanje svih tipova aktera. Pri tome
je nuzno i uspostavljanje njihove suradnje; prvo na lokalnoj
razini svakog otoka a zatim i Sire.

Sustainable Development of the Adriatic Islands

In order to achieve optimal sustainable development of the
Adriatic islands which is the goal of various authors con-
cerned with it (Defilippis, 2001; Viducic, 2007; Lay, 2007;
Starc, 2002; Zupancic, 2000; Radinovic¢, Par, Gugic, 2004;
Tomic¢ et al.1999; Simunovi¢, 2007; Tonkovi¢ and Zlatar,
2013 etc.), first of all it is necessary to establish the bal-
ance of segments important for the development of every
island: agriculture, industry, tourism. Also the ecological,
economic and social component of sustainable develop-
ment have to be taken into account, as well as the carrying
capacity of each island. In agriculture olive growing is the
most prominent branch and the accent is on product brand-
ing and large-scale sales. Industry (the sardine factory in
Postira, Brac) is proving to be an important link in the chain
because it provides employment for a lot of inhabitants and
increases export. In tourism it is important to estimate the
carrying capacity of places on islands so that their sustain-
ability or identity are not threatened (which is often the
case with mass tourism). New types of tourism (ecological,
nautical, sport or medical) are welcome.

In the light of recent Croatian joining the EU, it is vital to de-
fine and establish strategic development goals for the Adri-
atic islands. All types of actors should be involved and their
cooperation ensured first at a local and then broader level.

Predmet ovog priloga jeste analiza drustvenih aspekata
pravnog regulisanja polozaja zemljoradnickih zadruga u
Republici Srbiji, sa posebnim osvrtom na najnoviji Nacrt za-
kona o zadrugama (2013). U Republici Srbiji jos uvek su na
snazi zakoni o zadrugama iz devedesetih godina, a mnogo-
brojni nacrti pripremljeni od 2002. godine na ovamo nisu

docekali da budu pretoceni u pravne norme.

Rural Development and Farmers’ Cooperatives: Waiting
for Legislation

In modern society, farmers’ co-ops are an important lever
of integral rural development. With their activities they in-
crease not only economic, but also social and cultural capi-
tal of rural areas. Cooperatives are usually regulated by law
which is the normative basis of modern societies. Passing
laws, rules and regulations is, however, a process in which
numerous actors have their different interests.

In this paper we analyse social aspects of the legal regula-
tion of cooperatives in the Republic of Serbia and especially
the latest Draft Law on Co-ops (2013). In Serbia laws about
co-ops from 1990s are still valid and a lot of drafts since
2002 have not yet become laws.

Na ruralnom po-
drucju se konstituiSu sopstvene snage motivisane sopstve-
nom perspektivom i zivotnim opredeljenjem da unapreduju
kvalitet zivota na ruralnom podrudju. Posledice neuvaza-
vanja ovih pretpostavki sadrzane su u sadasnjem nepovolj-
nom i besperspektivnom polozaju ruralnih podrucja u Crnoj
Gori. Parcijalnim mjerama se ne postize zeljena racional-
nost, ni kratkoro¢no, pogotovo ne dugoroc¢no. Racionalnost
se ne sadrzi samo u profitu, ve¢ ona ima puno znacenje i
smisao u ukupnom nacinu zivota ljudi koji se bave ovom
djelatnoscu, njihovih porodica i razvijenosti lokalne i Sire
zajednice. Teorijska razrada ovih problema i u drugom di-
jelu rada empirijski nalaz, predstavljaju osnovu na kojoj se
danas bezuspjesno pokusava graditi buducnost porodi¢nog
poljoprivrednog gazdinstva i crnogorskih sela u cjelini.

Sociological Vision of the Rural Area Development,
Montenegro Village Prospects

Sociological vision is a theoretical explanation of the natural
and social development of the rural area accompanied by
an adequate typology of settlements-villages. Such complex
development enables rural areas to rise to the market chal-
lenge more successfully and also meet sociocultural needs
of their population. The rural area is empowered by its in-
habitants who are motivated by their own life perspective
and choice to improve life in the rural area. Disregard of
this premise has led to today’s unfavourable situation with
few prospects in rural areas in Montenegro. Partial measures
do not achieve the desired rationality, neither short-term,
particularly not long-term. Rationality is not only about the
profit, its full meaning is in the entire way of life of people
who work in agriculture, their families and the progress of
their local and extended community. The theoretical exami-
nation of these problems and the empirical findings in the
second part of the paper are the basis on which we are to-
day unsuccessfully trying to build the future of family farms
and Montenegro villages on the whole.

Is Spatial Planning Necessary in Rural Areas?

Numerous modernization processes are changing rural
space a lot and fast. Agriculture is not its basic and most
recognizable function any more, although fields and woods
still dominate it.

Various, interconnected processes take place in rural space
and therefore we should rightly ask ourselves: how much
can organized public sector and spatial planning help rural
space development?

If we consider even the shortest definition of spatial plan-
ning as “the optimum distribution of people, goods and ac-
tivities“, it is obvious that national, regional and local spatial
planning can help the development of rural space.

Spatial plans, documents adopted and implemented by
authorities, can certainly contribute to the rural space de-
velopment with their regulatory measures. However, it is
important to clearly define spatial planning with regard to
both agricultural and building land policy.

It is vital to respect everybody’ interest and transparent rela-
tions. If rural space is seen only in the light of profit-making
(either by a whole sector or an individual), this can have
negative effects on both man and space.

Mogucénosti razvoja ruralnog turizma u RH

Putem diversifikacije ruralnih ekonomskih aktivnosti, po-
ljoprivrednici i ostalo ruralno stanovnistvo nastoje osigurati
dodatne izvore prihoda. Ruralni turizam, tradicijski obrti,
izravna prodaja, pogoni za prodaju na farmama, nepoljo-
privredne usluge ili pogoni za koristenje obnovljivih izvora
energije pridonose razvoju ruralnih podrudja.

Ruralni turizam spektar je aktivnosti, usluga i dodatnih sadr-
zaja koje organizira ruralno stanovnistvo u cilju privlacenja
turista u ruralno podrudje te stvaranja dodatnog prihoda.
Sluzbena statistika u RH poznaje samo pojam kontinental-
nog turizma te govori da su u ukupnom turistickom pro-
metu RH u 20006. godini kontinentalne Zupanije (bez Grada
Zagreba) sudjelovale sa samo 5,2% dolazaka i 2,2% noce-
nja. S druge strane, postoji niz prednosti za razvoj ruralnog
turizma kao Sto su, npr.: bogata prirodna, kulturna, povije-
sna i graditeljska bastina, ekoloski ¢isto prirodno okruzenje
i ¢injenica da je ruralni turizam ,turizam kroz cijelu godinu®.

Vezano uz razvojnu dinamiku ruralnog turizma nailazi se
na niz poteskoca i to: administrativnih, organizacijskih i fi-
nancijskih. Neka od ogranic¢enja za razvoj ruralnog turizma
su: loSa osnovna i turisticka infrastruktura ruralnih podruc-
ja, slaba motiviranost lokalnog stanovnistva i nepostojanje
tradicije bavljenja turizmom, neadekvatna educiranost, ne-
dovoljno strukturirana i organizirana ponuda, nepostojanje
integrirane marketinske komunikacije prema trzistu te ne-
dostatak financijskih sredstava. Mogucnosti koje bi trebalo
iskoristiti kako bi se premostio raskorak izmedu pozicije u
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kojoj je ruralni turizam i u kojoj bi trebao biti su: turisticka
valorizacija prirodne i kulturne bastine, ukljucivanje svih
relevantnih dionika na turistickom trzistu u cilju stvaranja
novog turistickog proizvoda te sustavan razvoj posebnih
oblika turizma, npr. lovnog, ribolovnog, odmorisnog, sport-
sko-rekreacijskog, zdravstvenog, kulturnog, gastronom-
skog, enogastronomskog, avanturistickog, edukacijskog,
vierskog, turizma zasticenih dijelova prirode itd.

Vaznost je ruralnog turizma u velikoj interakciji poljopri-
vredne proizvodnje, proizvodnje tradicionalnih proizvoda,
prezentiranja tradicije, tradicijske gastronomije i turistickih
usluga, odnosno koristenju vec postojecih resursa. Razvoj
ruralnog turizma bazira se na odrzivom razvoju. To je vid-
liivo u revitalizaciji ve¢ postojece, tradicijske gradnje, od-
nosno bastine kojoj se daje nova namjena i to turisticka.
U vremenu kada se mnogo govori, piSe i raspravlja o gor-
njoj granici izgradnje objekata namijenjenih turizmu, kada
se stvara vrlo veliki pritisak na prostor zbog gradnje novih
kapaciteta, ruralni turizam na potpuno drugaciji nac¢in po-
kusava objediniti, obnoviti i organizirati prostor. Ruralni tu-
rizam nema potrebu za izgradnjom novih kapaciteta, vec se
susrece s izazovima kako na najbolji i najkvalitetniji nacin
iskoristiti postojece strukture.

Ruralni prostor, kao osnovni resurs za razvoj ruralnog turiz-
ma, ogroman je potencijal u zadovoljavanju potreba grad-
skog stanovnis$tva za mirom i prostorom za rekreaciju na
otvorenom.

Potential for Rural Tourism Development in Croatia

By diversifying rural economy activities, agricultural work-
ers and the rest of rural population try to earn some extra
income. Rural tourism, traditional crafts, direct sales, pro-
cessing plants on farms, non-agricultural services, renew-
able energy plants - all of these help develop rural areas.

Rural tourism is a broad spectrum of activities and services
organized by the local population to attract tourists to rural
areas and provide additional income. Official statistics of
the Republic of Croatia recognize only the term continental
tourism and state that in 2006 continental counties ( without
the City of Zagreb) participated with only 5.2% arrivals and
2.2% overnight stays in the total tourist travel. Still, there are
numerous prerequisites for the development of rural tour-
ism, such as rich natural, cultural, historical and architec-
tural heritage, clean environment and “tourism throughout
the year*.

However, a number of administrative, organizational and fi-
nancial difficulties are connected with the development dy-
namics of rural tourism. Some of the problems are: bad in-
frastructure (both basic and tourist), poorly motivated local
population and no tradition in tourism, absence of adequate
education for work in tourism, insufficiently structured or
organized tourist offer, poor marketing, lack of funds. In
order to bridge the gap between rural tourism today and
what it should become in future, the following possibilities
are to be considered: valorization of natural and cultural
heritage, integration of all relevant participants in tourist
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activities with a new tourist product in mind, systematic
development of specific types of tourism, such as fishing
and hunting, sport and recreation, leisure (the sun and the
sea), health, culture, gastronomy and enology, adventure,
education, religion, exploration of protected natural areas
etc. The importance of rural tourism is in the interactive
use of already existing resources: agricultural production,
traditional products, presentation of tradition, gastronomy
and services. Rural tourism is based on sustainable develop-
ment. It is visible in the renovation of traditional architec-
ture which is given a new purpose in tourism. Now when
there is a lot of pressure and controversy about the space
and the tourist carrying capacity of a place, rural tourism
unites, organizes and renews space in an entirely different
way. It does not need to build new objects but rises to the
challenge how to best use the existing structures.

Rural space, this basic resource for the development of ru-
ral tourism, has a huge potential to satisfy the need of urban

population for piece, quiet and open- air recreation.

Ruralni turizam: iskustva Hrvatske i Srbije

Ruralni turizam znacajni je ¢initelj u aktivaciji i odrzivom
razvoju ruralnih podrucja. Njegova vaznost prvenstveno
se ogleda u vrlo vaznoj interakciji izmedu poljoprivredne
proizvodnje, proizvodnje tradicionalnih proizvoda, ocuva-
nja kultiviranog krajolika, predstavljanja tradicije i kulturnih
posebnosti, tradicionalne gastronomije i turistickih usluga,
te koriStenja postojecih resursa. Ruralni turizam pomaZze
ocuvanju lokalnog identiteta, tradicije i obicaja Stiteci na
taj nacin okolis, jac¢a autohtonu, tradicijsku i organsku pro-
izvodnju, i podupire razvoj ruralnih podrucja koji se temelji
na odrzivom razvoju.

Ruralni prostor u Hrvatskoj zauzima 91,6% njezine povr-
Sine i odlikuje se velikom zemljopisnom i drustvenom ra-
znolikosti, Sto je velik potencijal za ruralni turizam. Ruralni
turizam u Hrvatskoj, kao poseban oblik turizma u ruralnim
podrudjima, koja su sa svojim prirodnim i kulturnim resur-
sima temelj za razvoj kvalitetne turisticke ponude, poceo
se razvijati u posljednje vrijeme i ima manju vaznost nego
maritimni turizam.

Prevladavajuci tip krajolika u Srbiji je, takoder, ruralni pro-
stor, i ruralni turizam preferirani je oblik turizma u skladu s
Nacionalnom strategijom za turizam. Srbija je zemlja razno-
vrsnih prirodnih obiljezja s mnogim atraktivnim spomenici-
ma i kulturnim vrijednostima. Glavne aktivnosti u ruralnom
turizmu su: pjesacenje, izleti u prirodu (nacionalne parko-
ve, zasSticena podrugja, itd.), lokalni festivali, i mnoge druge
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zabavne aktivnosti. Ruralni turizam u Srbiji gotovo u cijelo-
sti je okrenut domacem trzistu.

Ova rasprava dat ce pregled stanja ruralnog turizma u Hr-
vatskoj i Srbiji, izdvojit ¢e specificnosti (razlike, slicnosti i
probleme) hrvatskog i srpskog ruralnog turizma, predlozit
¢e smjernice za njegov buduci razvoj i, naposljetku, izdvojit
¢e moguce nacine suradnje u podrucju ruralnog turizma
izmedu tih dviju zemalja.

Rural Tourism: Experience in Croatia and Serbia

Rural tourism is an important factor of sustainable develop-
ment in rural areas. It comprises a strong interaction among
different components: agricultural production, traditional
products, preservation of cultivated landscape, presentation
of unique tradition and culture, gastronomy and tourist ser-
vices, the use of existing resources. Rural tourism helps to
protect the local identity, tradition and customs thus pre-
serving the environment, strengthening autochtonous and
organic production and supporting the development of ru-
ral areas based on sustainable development.

The rural area in Croatia occupies 91.6% of its overall sur-
face. It is characterized by great geographic and social di-
versity, excellent for rural tourism which has started devel-
oping lately and is less prominent than maritime tourism.
Rural areas with their natural and cultural resources present
firm foundations for the development of high quality tourist
products and services.

In Serbia, landscape is also predominantly rural and rural
tourism is the preferred type of tourism, in accordance with
the national strategy for tourism. Serbia is a country of great
natural and cultural diversity with lots of attractive monu-
ments. The principal activities in rural tourism are hiking,
trips to national parks and protected regions, local festivals
and other fun activities. In Serbia rural tourism is almost
completely home-market oriented.

In this presentation we examine rural tourism in both Croa-
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tia and Serbia, point to the specific problems, differences
and similarities, propose guidelines for the future develop-
ment and, finally, suggest some ways and means of coop-
eration between the two countries.

Ekosela u Hrvatskoj: novo lice ruralnog

Ekosela, kao namjerne, proekoloski orijentirane male zajed-
nice, razvijaju se posljednjih desetljeca ponajvise u Zapadnoj
Europi i Sjevernoj Americi. U Hrvatskoj smo istrazili prvih
pet ekosela, nastalih u posljednjih deset godina. 2011/2012
godine proveli smo kvalitativno istrazivanje, visestruku stu-
diju slucaja u zajednicama Recikliranog imanja Vukomeric,
Rovinjskog sela, Ekosela Blatusa te Bracke i Neokulturalne
zajednice. Ciljevi su istrazivanja bili utvrditi predstavljaju li
ekosela u Hrvatskoj povratak ,na zemlju“, povratak selu
u drustvenoj, ekonomskoj i ekoloskoj dimenziji te koja su
obiljezja tog povratka/odlaska u ruralni prostor. U teorij-
skom smislu, cilj je bio uvesti i afirmirati pojam i fenomen
ekosela u hrvatskoj socioloskoj javnosti kao nove i rele-
vantne teme. Rezultati istrazivanja pokazali su da ekosela u
Hrvatskoj svojim djelovanjem afirmiraju odredene aspekte
ruralnosti, i to kroz vrednote postmodernog i postmaterija-
listickog svjetonazora, stvarajuci time obrasce egalitarnosti,
integracije, kohezije i odrzivosti u drustvenim odnosima.

EcoVillages in Croatia: A New Face of Rurality

Ecovillages, intentional and pro-ecological small communi-
ties, have been developing mostly in Western Europe and
North America in the last few decades. We have examined
the first five ecovillages which have developed in Croatia
in the last ten years. In 2011/2012 we carried out qualita-
tive research, a multiple case study in the communities of
the Recycled Estate Vukomeric¢, Rovinj Village, Ecovillage
Blatusa and Bra¢ and Neocultural community. The aim of
our research was to establish whether ecovillages in Croa-
tia are “back to the land“ movement, return to the village
socially, economically and ecologically, and what the char-
acteristics of that move to rural space are. Theoretically, our
aim was to introduce and promote the idea of ecovillage as
a new and relevant topic for Croatian sociology. The results
of our research show that Croatian ecovillages promote cer-
tain aspects of rurality, through values of post-modern and
post-materialistic worldview, thus creating egalitarianism,
integration, cohesion and sustainability in social relations.

Depopulacija i deagrarizacija - klju¢ni ¢cimbenici
promjena otoc¢noga agrarnog krajolika

Procesi depopulacije i deagrarizacije desetljecima su prisutni
na vecini hrvatskih naseljenih otoka. Sukladno tome, oto¢ni
agrarni krajolik od sredine 20. stoljeca dozivljava znacajnu
preobrazbu. Napustanje poljoprivrede kao nekoc¢ prevlada-
vajuce otocne gospodarske djelatnosti te zapustanje nekoc
kultiviranih oto¢nih polja i terasiranih povrSina dovelo je
do nestanka pojedinih vrsta agrarnog krajolika. Najznacaj-
nije promjene zabiljeZene su na povrsinama koje su nekoc
bile pod vinogradima, orani¢nim povrsinama i pasnjacima.
Vrhunac agrarnog koriStenja otoci su dozivjeli krajem 19. i
pocetkom 20. stoljeca pa se sukladno navedenim prevlada-
vajucim socio-geografskim procesima na otocima znacajno
promijenio i nacin koristenja zemljista.

Tradicionalni oto¢ni agrarni krajolik na pojedinim je otoci-
ma potpuno neprepoznatljiv buduci da su suhozidi, terase,
poljske kucice i gomile znacajnim dijelom prekrivene au-
tohtonom vegetacijom. S nestankom tih simbola tradicio-
nalnog oto¢nog krajolika nestaje i znacajan, prepoznatljiv
dio kulturne bastine hrvatskih otoka. Posebno su ugrozeni
agrarni krajolici malih naseljenih otoka i otoka udaljenijih
od kopna, ali i agrarna podrucja vecih otoka smjestena po-
dalje od mora ili od oto¢nih naselja.

Depopulation and Deagrarization - Key Factors of
Change of Island Agricultural Landscape

Depopulation and deagrarization have been present on
most populated Croatian islands for decades. Accordingly,
island agricultural landscape has undergone a significant
change since the mid 20th century. Abandonment of agri-
culture which once used to be the main island activity and
neglect of cultivated fields and terraced surfaces have led
to the disappearance of certain types of agricultural land-
scape. The biggest change is noticeable on land that was
used for vineyards, fields and pastures before. Agricultural
exploitation of land was at its peak at the end of 19th and
beginning of 20th century. The above mentioned dominant
socio-geographic processes on islands have significantly in-
»uenced land usage.

Traditional island agricultural landscape is totally unrecog-
nizable on some islands because drywalls, terraces, field
houses (shelters from bad weather), stone heaps - are most-
ly covered by autochtonous vegetation. When such sym-
bols of traditional island landscape are gone, an important
and recognizable segment of cultural heritage of Croatian
islands is forever lost. Especially endangered are small pop-
ulated islands and those far from the land, but also agricul-
tural areas of bigger islands which are not near the sea or
island settlements.

Krajolici - bastina ruralnog prostora

Na teritoriju Hrvatske, raznolikih geomorfoloskih i mikrokli-
matskih obiljezja stvoreni su razliciti tipovi ruralnih krajolika
usporedivi s europskim regijama mediteranskog i panon-
skog podru¢ja. Karakter ruralnog krajolika odreduju osim
prirodnih ¢imbenika, tipovi naselja (sela i malih gradova),
poljodjelske i ostale uporabne povrsine koje odrazavaju tra-
diciju, tehnologije, znanja i vjestine ljudi koji su ga tijekom
povijesti oblikovali i prilagodavali svojim potrebama. Mno-
ga ruralna podrucja pripadaju organski i spontano razvija-
nim krajolicima stvaranih stoljecima, nerijetko i tisucljecima
te imaju vrijednost bastine. U posljednjim desetljecima pro-
laze bitne promjene uvijetovane gospodarskim, socijalnim,
vlasnickim i ostalim uvjetima - s jedne strane u obliku ek-
splozije gradenja, a s druge napustanjem sela i c¢itavih po-
druc¢ja. Dosadasnji stupanj stru¢nih aktivnosti na provedbi
postupaka prepoznavanja, vrjednovanja i zastite ruralnih
krajolika je nedostatan, posebice u planiranju zastite te ko-
ristenju njegovih mogucnosti za odrzivi razvitak. Odrziva
zastita ukljucuje koristenje i uporabu ruralnih krajolika kroz
primjenu novih metoda u planiranju i upravljanju njegovom
kulturnom i prirodnom dimenzijom. Integracija u prostorno
planiranje, kao i u sektorske politike posebice one koje
imaju izravan ili neizravan utjecaj na razvoj krajolika moze
pridonijeti zastiti, upravljanju i poboljsanju ruralnih krajoli-
ka.

Landscape - Heritage of Rural Space

In Croatia, with its different geomorphological and microcli-
matic features, various types of rural landscape have been
formed, comparable to Mediterranean and Pannonian re-
gions in Europe. Except by nature, the character of rural
landscape is determined by the type of settlement (villag-
es and small towns), arable land and other usable surface
which rerect the tradition, technology, knowledge and skills
of all the people who have created it throughout the his-
tory and adapted it to their needs. A lot of rural areas be-
long to organic and spontaneously developed landscapes
which have been formed over centuries, even millennia.
They have the value of historical heritage. In recent dec-
ades, however, they have undergone significant changes
because of changes in economy, society, ownership. On
the one hand, there has been a huge amount of construc-
tion work and on the other - abandonment of villages and
entire regions. Until now, rural landscape has not been suf-
ficiently valued or protected nor its potential used in sus-
tainable development. Rural landscape should be exploited
using new methods of planning and managing its natural
and cultural richness. Integration into spatial planning may
contribute to its protection, management and improvement.
